Pedestrian route from 
Birmingham New Street train station
From New Street station walk to Victoria 
Square, past the Town Hall and in front  
of the Birmingham Museum and Art Gallery 
onto Centenary Way. Continue through 
Centenary Square and the International 
Convention Centre (ICC). Walk over the 
bridge into Brindleyplace, and between 
Carluccio’s and Slug & Lettuce. Alternatively 
turn left in front of the ICC and right onto 
Broad Street, then right into Oozells Street. 
Approximately 15 minute walk.

By road
Birmingham is accessible by M5, M6, M40 
and M42. Follow signs to the City Centre 
then brown tourist signs to ICC, Arena 
Birmingham and Brindleyplace.

Car and bicycle parking
The nearest car park is Q-Park 
Brindleyplace on Brunswick Street (pre-
book and quote IKON for 10% discount at 
q-park.co.uk/parking/birmingham/q-park-
brindleyplace). Orange and blue badge 
holders may park on the double yellow 
lines on Oozells Street in accordance with 
badge guidelines. There is a bicycle rack 
near Ikon.

Access
Ikon aims to be fully accessible for disabled 
visitors. Wheelchair available. Lift to all 
floors. Assistance dogs welcome. Fitted 
induction loop and portable loop for talks.
