Point Name: 頰車 (jiá chē) "Jaw Bone" 

Meridian: Stomach 

Element: Earth 

Polarity: Yang 

Peak Time: 7AM to 9AM 

Location 
Approximately One fingers breadth anterior
and superior to the lower angle of the
mandible where muscle masseter attaches at
the prominence of the muscle when the teeth
are clenched. 

Local Anatomy: One finger breadth anterior
and superior to the lower angle of the
mandible where the masseter attaches at the
prominence of the muscle when the teeth are
clenched. 

Vasculature: The masseteric artery. 

Innervation: The great auricular nerve, facial
nerve and masseteric nerve.
