All Our Methodist Friends Are Getting 
Together - General Conference Is Here! 
 

 As someone that has made The United Methodist 
Church my life, people are always asking me what my 
church is about, and what makes it different from all the 
other churches. 
 The first thing I always tell people 
is: grace. We are a movement in the 
body of Christ that places an 
overwhelming emphasis on grace. We 
have faith that God’s grace always goes 
before us and is always available to 
everyone. 
 The second thing I mention is that 
we are a global church. The United 
Methodist Church (UMC) is made up of churches in the 
US, Europe, Africa, and The Philippines. (And the wider 
Methodist connection encompasses churches all over the 
globe that are Methodist, but not part of the UMC.) 
 Every four years, the UMC gets together in a global 
gathering known as General Conference. This gathering 
takes place this month! General Conference will be in 
Portland, Oregon from May 10

th
-20

th
. 

 Delegates from all parts of the United States, central 
and southern Africa, Europe, and The Philippines will come 
together for those ten days to worship, pray, eat, and vote. 
There is a lot of voting at General Conference. General 
Conference is the body of the church that sets our global 
church beliefs, doctrines, theology, policies, and practices.  
 Delegates to General Conference are chosen by the 
Annual Conferences (the geographic entities that local 
churches belong to). Our Rocky Mountain Annual  
Conference is sending three pastors and three church 
members to Portland to vote on our behalf. 
  
 

 
 I want to strongly encourage you to pay attention to 
what happens in Portland. Our own leader of the Rocky 
Mountain Annual Conference, Bishop Elaine Stanovsky,  
will be giving the final sermon of the gathering. And there 
will be lots of important issues that come before General 
Conference.

 As a global church, our UMC encompasses a great 

deal of diversity. We come from different 
places, cultures, races, ethnicities, and 
backgrounds. There is much that we hold in 
common. We all seek to makes disciples of 
Jesus so that the world can be transformed. 
 But there is also debate and division 
within our church. And these things that we 
debate will most likely be at the forefront in 
Portland. Because we are a church that is 
passionate about who we are and what we 
do, our debates will most likely be 

passionate. When it comes to the topic of human sexuality, 
the conversation in Portland will be especially passionate 
and showcase the diversity of thought and practice within 
the UMC. 
 As we observe what takes place at General Conference 
in Portland, I encourage all of us to pray. Pray for the 
delegates that will be voting. Pray for the church leaders 
who will be in charge of the operations and proceedings of 
the conference. Pray for those that are leading worship. 
Pray that everyone is open to God’s presence and God’s 
movement. 
 And pray for grace. As I stated earlier, we are a 
movement in the body of Christ that believes in grace above 
all else. Pray for God’s grace to go before us, to cover us, to 
heal us, and to lead us.

Culturally, on many questions, we find ourselves more 
polarized than ever, sometimes making civil discourse 
seemingly impossible.
