Next weekend, October 20 & 21, we will cele-
brate World Mission Sunday. Pope Francis invites 
the entire Church to support the mission dioceses in 
Africa, Asia, the Pacific Islands and parts of Latin 
America and Europe, where priests, religious and lay 
leaders serve the world’s most vulnerable communi-
ties. Please keep the Pope’s missions in your pray-
ers, and be generous in next week’s second collec-
tion for the Society for the Propagation of the Faith.

Ask Father: Did St. Paul write the Letter to the 
Hebrews? This is a very good question as the Letter 
to the Hebrews is the only letter in the New Testa-
ment that does not list an author (such as St. Paul’s 
Letter to the Romans, or the First Letter of St. John). 
We don’t know who wrote the Letter to the Hebrews. 
There was a time when some believed it to have been 
written by St. Paul, but for many reasons most be-
lieve the exact opposite now (style, syntax, terminol-
ogy, etc…). Some have theorized that Priscilla, Bar-
nabas or even Luke wrote it, but we have no evidence 
of this. So, we do not know who was the human au-
thor. However, we do know that it was inspired by 
the Holy Spirit and as such was included in the Can-
on of Sacred Scripture.
