from James 1:19 

“My dear brothers and sisters, take note of this: Everyone should 
be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry” 

The book of James is full of advice on how people should live as 
disciples of Jesus Christ. James wrote it for the disciples about  
30 years after Jesus death. He wanted the disciples, who were 
sharing the stories of Jesus to get back on track. 

This message, like so much of James’ writing, seems very appro-
priate for us today. We, the United Methodist Church, are in a very 
volatile place. There have been many discussions, trials, and even 
churches leaving the denomination over the inclusion of pastors 
who identify as homosexual and the weddings of same-sex cou-
ples. 

In 2019, there will be a special General Conference to choose how 
the church will move forward. Three options have been developed 
by the Commission on a Way Forward. Delegates will gather  
February 23-26 in St. Louis. In order to prepare for this meeting, 
the Wisconsin delegates are asking to meet with you. They have 
scheduled 9 education and listening sessions throughout the state 
beginning September 30. 

The closest session for us is: 

Saturday, November 3 at 10 am at the Dodgeville UMC 

Please consider joining in the conversation: listening, learning, and 
sharing your view with our delegates. They want to hear from you! 

As I consider the way forward, I keep hearing the words to “We 
are the Church” in my head. My heart knows that we can trust in 
God to lead us; my head knows that we have chosen delegates 
that want what is best for all of us; and my soul keeps singing: we 

are the church together.     —Pastor Angie
