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Note from the Pastor: 
 

"Be still, and know that I am God. I will be exalted among the nations, 

I will be exalted in the earth!” - Psalm 46:10 ESV 

 

I don’t have the time to tell you how many things are going on in my 

life right now. There are meetings, some here and some in Houston,  

attempting to keep up with the kids in their activities, there is church 

business, worship service, and the beloved annual reports to send to 

the District Office, just to name a few. So much stuff. I have to switch 

my focus so many times throughout the day I can’t even keep track.
