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FROM THE DESK OF PASTOR DALE: 
 
Becky and I are so thankful for all of your support 

and generosity. Your prayers, your gifts, and your 

friendship are a blessing to us not just during Pastor 

Appreciation month but each and every day. It truly 

is a joy to be here in ministry WITH you! 

 

In many churches November is dreaded as the time 

of the annual stewardship campaign.  Perhaps you 

are familiar with the “Every member canvas” or 

“Consecration Sunday” or one of the other popular 

drives.  These are sore points for many parishioners 

and often cause both frustration and anxiety amongst 

clergy.  Few people enjoy talking about it, and I am 

sure that even fewer enjoy acting as the fundraiser or 

chairing the stewardship committee.  Stewardship is 

like the giant elephant sitting in your living room, 

nobody wants to talk about it and yet it is too big to 

ignore. 

 

Our budget for 2019 is increasing 4.4% from this 

year, and is slightly over $350,000.  That is a great 

deal of money. But, we, as the church, have decided 

that we need that much to accomplish our mission 

of; “Leading Souls to Christ”.  The question that 

hangs in the air is; how much can I and my family 

contribute toward that $350,000 goal?   

 

The New Consecration Sunday Stewardship 

Program Book identifies three ways that churches 

ask people to contribute.  One kind of church takes 

offerings.  No stewardship campaign is done and 

people in these churches give an average 1.5% of 

their income.  Churches that ask people to fill out a 

pledge card in support of an established budget give 

an average of 2.9% of their income.  The third type 

asks; “What percentage of your income do you feel 

God is calling you to give?”  These churches build 

their budget based on the responses they receive.  

People in these percentage-giving churches average

Since the budget has already been approved we are 

obviously not to that point. But hopefully, we can 

take some steps to begin moving towards becoming 

an extravagantly generous church. I am asking you 

to prayerfully consider what percentage of your 

income God is calling you to give in the coming 

year.  As we enter the holiday season, reflect on the 

gifts that God has given to you and how you can 

give a Christmas gift back this year.  God is always 

faithful with us and when we are faithful to God, our 

blessings and joy will know no bounds. 

 

When you have arrived at a number make a 

commitment, not to me and not to the Roscoe United 

Methodist Church, rather make a pledge to God that 

you will support the ministry of the church through 

sacrificial giving.  Please fill out an “Estimate of 

Giving Card”, included with this newsletter, and 

return it during worship Sunday November 25th, or 

drop it off at the office.  

 

We are coming into the busiest time of the year both 

in the church and in our lives. Thanksgiving, Advent 

and Christmas are rapidly approaching and so many 

things will once again be competing for our time. 

Parties, travel, band and choir concerts, baking, 

cleaning, etc.  As your calendar fills up be sure to 

include time for God. Mark Sunday mornings off for 

church before something else takes that time. Set 

aside some time each day to read Scripture and pray. 

Review your calendar and your checkbook for the 

last couple of months and see where your priorities 

have been and make a commitment going forward to 

put God first. After all, God put you first when: The 

Word became flesh and made his dwelling among 

us.
