Accountable Leadership Board Updates

The Accountable Leadership Board spent several hours on June 25 participating in a training session led 
by Dick Jones from the Wisconsin United Methodist Conference, who has shared training with the several 
dozen churches across Wisconsin that are now practicing the accountable leadership form of governance.  
There are 21 churches using accountable leadership boards and another 17 that are starting.  Most are 
meeting eight times per year, which is prompting our HUMC Accountable Leadership Board to transition 
to meeting a few more times each year.   
 

The Board has initiated two task groups to assess items requested by the Trustees.  Mars Overlee will 
lead a small task team to assess the needs of van transportation and determine whether our current van 
needs replacement or if a rental system would be more practical.  Mike Bebault will lead another small task 
team to assess some of our most urgent church facility needs and to evaluate the most essential future 
needs that will make HUMC a more welcoming church.   
 

HUMC is blessed to have many generous member families that support the missions of our church.   
As of July, our revenues are ahead of budget and our expenses under budget, but expenses are still 
exceeding revenue by $11,670.  This is an important reminder that our fall quarter is a very essential time 
for stewardship, for all that have made pledges to "catch up" and for those that choose to give generously 
to continue to build our missions toward a successful year end.

July Wrap Up:  
June and July were amazing and our youth are incredible!  In June, we had 10 of us that 
escaped from òThe Raid on Mr. Croftõs Tombó in St. Paul.  It is one of their most 
difficult rooms they have and we escaped with the hidden Egyptian staff and 58 
seconds to spare!  Only about 26% of the groups actually get out and we even earned 
bonus points!  Thanks JJ Monroe for coming, and for driving your car when the church 
van was down. 
 

Now on to our mission trip update!  We left for Alvin, Texas 
on June 30th and traveled almost 3,500 miles and 20 hours, 
with stops, each way, and returned on July 8th.  We spent the 
first and last nights in Aldersgate Life UMC just south of 
Kansas City, Missouri, and then on to south of Houston.   
We worked with Builderõs Without Borders through 
TEAMeffort to help with homes that had been destroyed by 
the hurricane.  Little Cambodia, an area in Alvin, had been 
working with a ôcontractorõ who scammed them and never 
completed rebuilding their homes. The houses were built on  

stilts and one family was currently living under their home.  We worked on roofing and siding two of the 
houses.  In return the families fed us a delicious Cambodian lunch one day!  It was hot, humid, rainy, and 
muddy.  Everyone was truly a trooper and we got a lot done!  We stayed in a warehouse in bunk beds 
which were made out of Home Depot shelving units with blowup mattresses, with a shower house and 
port-a-potties.  The theme for the week was òCast Your Netsó with the staff giving their testimonies on 
Follow, Thirst, Trust, and Love.  We did have fun as a group and with the other teams that were down 
there.  Alvin Lutheran Church provided us meals on two nights, and a worship space. We did get to see 
the fireworks on Wednesday. On Thursday, after working all day, we drove to Galveston and played on 
the beach and had dinner at Waffle House.  We were greeted by a double rainbow as we left.  What a sign 
from God!  Friday was our big adventure when we visited Johnson Space Center. It is like a college 
campus built on land donated by Rice University.  It was truly a walk back in time when I saw the mission 
control room that was shown on television when we first heard òOne small step for man and one giant leap for 
mankind.ó We also stepped into the future to see Orion which is being built for an upcoming mission to 
Mars and some of the robots they are working on.  Other highlights were a Saturn 5 rocket, an 
International Space Station demo, and a Space Shuttle mounted on a plane that we could tour.  Ask one of 
the youth about our friend ôGregó, the grape, who made it to raisin status, our music fest in the van and 
seeing crazy road signs like òCaution hitchhikers may be escaped convictsó.  Thank you for making the mission 
trip possible, and to Mars Overlee for driving and being a chaperone, and to our amazing youth: 
Emma Close, Kirstin Amann, Liz Stoerzinger, Ayden Munro and Gabe Overlee.  
 

I still have only heard of one camper this summer.  Please let me know if you have a child or youth 
attending and when, so we can pray for them.  Itõs not too late to apply or get a scholarship!
