Lighting of the Advent Wreath (Fourth Sunday)

Leader: Today we will light the fourth candle in our Advent wreath.
Before we do, we remember God’s blessings, symbolized by the
candles of Hope, Peace and Joy. (The first three candles are lit again.)

Leader 2: The fourth candle helps us to remember that God is Love.
(The fourth candle is lit.)

Leader: The Bible tells us that the greatest blessing is love. It is
because God loved the world so much that Jesus came to share God’s
love. Mary sings her song in praise of God’s love and goodness.
Because God loves us, we must love and care for others. The fourth
candle reminds us to share our love with others through words and
actions.

All: Loving God, thank you for expressing your love through the
life of Jesus, through our lives, and the lives of those around us.
Help us to remember that your love will never end. Amen.
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
