One: Rejoice! I bring good news for all people. Unto us a child is born. Jesus, you 

are God’s holy child, born of Mary. 
All: Lord have mercy. 

One: Jesus, in you all the fullness of God is pleased to dwell. 
All: Christ have mercy. 

One: Jesus, you are the Word made flesh, full of grace and truth. 
All: Lord have mercy. 

One: On this night, we have heard how the world into which Jesus was born 

was ruled by governor, emperor and king. Yet this story reveals that you, O God, 

are the only true King—Almighty and Everlasting. 
All: We thank you that justice and righteousness are in your hands. We praise 

you for the peace you have promised. Most especially, we thank you for your 

Son, Jesus Christ, the Light of the World. 

One; Eternal God, from the tabernacle of heaven to the poverty of a stable, 

your radiant light shines forth in a tiny baby wrapped in rags;  such humble Love 

astounds us. In Jesus you have become one with us that we might become one 

with you.  Open our hearts to joyfully receive his love that he may be born in us, 

and we in him, through Christ our Lord.  

All: We lift our hearts to God and remember the day of our salvation, the 

blessed birthday of the Christ child. Amen.

We offer ourselves in praise and thanksgiving as a holy and living 

sacrifice, in union with Christ offering for us, as we proclaim the mystery of faith. 
All: Christ has died; Christ is risen; Christ will come again. 

One: Pour out your Holy Spirit on us and on these gifts of bread and juice. Make 

them be for us the body and blood of Christ, that we may be for the world the 

body of Christ, redeemed by his blood.  By your Spirit make us one with Christ, 

one with each other and one in ministry to all the world until Christ comes in 

final victory, and we feast his heavenly banquet. Through your son Jesus Christ, 

with the Holy Spirit in your holy Church, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty 

God, now and forever.  Amen.
