
The Columbia Valley cycled through cool and warm months at the start of the 

growing season, delaying bud break but then advancing bloom. A fast, even bloom 

along with cooler June temperatures led to a larger crop size that, in cases, required 

extensive thinning. A warm summer was followed by near perfect conditions in 

September and October, with winemakers expecting high quality, particularly in 

Rhone-style wines.
