1. H5351 subA/ medi spa. Signed by governor today (6/30/25)
· H5428/ S0694 (subs a/b)-CRNA VS NP’S administering mild and
moderate sedation. This bill has opposition from NPARI,
numbers of Anesthesiologists and surgeons.
2. H5496-Changes to the nurse practice act. Sub A submitted. 
· Little or no opposition. Recommendation for further study
3. H5537-Provides that APRN’s have the same immunity from liability as physicians and surgeons
· AN ACT RELATING TO BEHAVIORAL HEALTHCARE DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES AND
· HOSPITALS MENTAL HEALTH LAW. Referred to senate judiciary.
4. H6036-the RI clinician wellness and support act(Mandates establishment of a support program for HCP’s. does not include Nurse Practitioners.
· Similar to that which is offered for physicians. Additionally, it requires professional and reporting reforms to protect clinicians who seek support.)
·  AN ACTRELATING TO HEALTH AND SAFETY—THE RHODE ISLANDCLINICIAN WELLNESS AND non disciplinary SUPPORT ACT. DOES not INCLUDE np’S (physicians, PA’, podiatrists, dentists)SIGNED INTO LAW
