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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE — WEEK #9

On Tuesday, the Senate Emerging Issues Committee heard testimony on SB 979 and SB 1016 (the
APRN fransition to practice bills). These are the bills that permit APRNs to practice without a
collaborative practice agreement (CPA) after 2,000 hours of practice in a CPA.

Specifically, the bills do the following:

- Permit APRNs to prescribe Schedule Il stimulants for behavioral health patients

- Exempts APRNs with 2,000+ hours to practice independently

- Exempts APRNs from all other barriers that are only applicable to those who elect to
remain in a CPA or do hot have 2,000 documented hours within a CPA

APRNs from all across Missouri showed up to offer support for transition to practice, with some
offering testimony to the Senate committee that demonstrated to significance and urgency of
the issue. Supporter after supporter outlined the desperate need for advanced practice
providers to be able to practice to the level of their education and training, with a number of
organizations and individuals offering real examples of the challenges they face in their own
communities. In total, 30 organizations or individuals showed up or offered testimony in support
of while only 7 organizations or individuals opposed the measure.

As expected, arguments against the bills from physicians/physician groups centered on the
amount of education for physicians versus APRNs and the “necessity of maintaining physicians
at the head of all patient care”.

The committee could vote to pass the measure as early as this Tuesday. If passed from
committee, it will take its place on a growing calendar of bills that are teed up for floor debate.
Passage of the bill from committee also makes it easier to amend the language onto other bills,
depending on the area of focus of those bills.

In addition to the APRN transition to practice legislation, the committee also heard testimony on
CRNA legislation (SB 1247 and 1445) that permits CRNAs to issue orders and administer specific
confrolled substances. Other health care measures advanced this week in both chambers
including movement on omnibus health care legislation, prior authorization, and license
reciprocity for health care professionals. Of particular note is an upcoming hearing on Monday
dealing with collaborative practice agreements between physicians and physician assistants.

This next week marks the final week before the annual unofficial midpoint of the legislative
session, as lawmakers will take a one-week hiatus for Spring Break. Lobbyists and legislators alike
are scrambling to get bills out of committee before the departure, as committee work will shift
substantially to more floor time when officials return on March 23rd. With eight weeks left in the
last half of the session and huge issues still looming, expect leadership to turn their sights towards
heavier lift items quickly after they resume, with some back and forth between the chambers on
priority legislafion.

For APRNs, we will contfinue to press forward with our efforts to pass transition to practice
legislation and block harmful proposals from advancing. APRN organizations continue to hold
Advocacy Days each Wednesday throughout the legislative session. We invite you to join us at
the Capitol to learn more about what is happening with APRN legislation, how YOU can help,
and visit with legislators to put a constituent face on the issues that are impeding you from
providing care.
