On August 10th we will be departing on a medical-surgical mission trip to Georgetown, Guyana for 6 days.  The purpose of this mission trip is to provide medical/surgical care and education to patients and healthcare professionals.  Through this mission, we anticipate treating 700-1000 patients during that week and about 10 orthopedic and 25 general surgery cases will be conducted.  
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The mission is organized by H.E.R.O (Health & Educational Relief Organization, Inc) and will be led by Dr. John Mitchell.  H.E.R.O was established in January 2000 and is a non- profit, 501(c)(3) organization comprised of a governing Board of Directors and volunteers. Since the inception of HERO, its goal and purpose have been to aid institutions delivering health care in Guyana, South America.

Funding for this trip is done entirely through donations as well as through the help of each mission participant. Everything that will be used on the trip must be taken with us and this includes all of the medical supplies, medicines, syringes, bandages, etc. Donations of medical supplies, antibiotics, analgesics, etc. are being sought and we will be personally bringing these over with us on the trip.
