Winners of our Chapter Awards! 

Each year our chapter elects individuals and organizations that we want to recognize for their positive contribution to children's lives in our communities and also for their support of our profession. The awards are presented each year at our "NP Night Out" event.

Pioneer of the Year: Awarded to the nominee who has contributed to the expansion or improvement of pediatric health care and the advancement of the profession of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners at the local and national level.

Examples:

*Service on local state or national committees that address pediatric health care issues or health care policies.

*Awards from local state or national organizations

*Presentations at local or national meetings that focus on pediatric health care concerns

*Publications that may have changed the delivery and practice of pediatric health care services

Fellow of the Year: Awarded to the nominee who has promoted the development of the pediatric nurse practitioner role and/or promotes the health care of children. Impact of the contribution should be felt on the local or regional level where the nominee has had the most input.

Examples:

*Service as a local NAPNAP chapter officer or committee chair

*Service on regional, state, community, or school committees that impact services to children and families

*Service as mentor, instructor, or preceptor for PNP students

*Activities related to improving health care delivery for children and families within a local community, state, or region

Physician of the Year: Awarded to the nominee who has contributed to the expansion and improvement of pediatric health care and the advancement of the profession of the pediatric nurse practitioner at the local or state level.

Friend of Children: Awarded to the nominee who has contributed to the betterment of children at the local, national, or global level. Does not have to be a health care provider.

Nomination Process:

Complete a narrative description (500 words or less) of the reasons this nominee should receive the award according to the criteria listed above.
