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CARING TOGETHER’S 12TH ANNUAL TEAL RIBBON RUN/WALK

Caring Together is fighting ovarian cancer “one step at a time” and this year, 2013, marked the twelfth anniversary of the Teal Ribbon Run! Much-loved survivor and race founder Deb Cullinan began the run/walk in 2002 with the hope that the run would raise money to support research efforts toward a cure for ovarian cancer. In the very first year of the run, $20,000 was raised, and to date, the Teal Ribbon Run has raised almost a million dollars! This year alone, the run raised more than $105,000 to support research for a cure, local projects such as the Survivors Teaching Students program, and awareness and educational activities. Together we support the ovarian cancer survivors in the Capital Region with meetings each 2nd Wednesday of the month from 6:30 to 8:00 pm.at Hope Club on 1 Penny Lane in Latham, New York.

The event is supported by over 100 loyal volunteers, many of whom have been with the run/walk since the beginning. To their credit everything ran smoothly for the 1200 walkers and runners who gathered on a brisk, beautiful day in September - perfect for a run and a stroll through Albany’s Washington Park. 

Each year, new teams join the cause raising that number this year to more than 60 teams. Each group has been touched by ovarian cancer prompting them to walk or run in support of ovarian cancer awareness and to raise funds for research and outreach. The love and support from teams consisting of family, friends, co-workers, colleagues, doctors and nurses was evident throughout the event.

We greatly appreciate the support of Subrina Dhammi who was on hand this year to “anchor” our event. With #1 on her tee-shirt, she and her husband joined in the run and Subrina distributed the many awards to teams, fundraisers, and runners. Gynecologic Cancer Foundation (GCF) 
“The non-profit leader in the funding of gynecologic cancer research, GCF annually offers 7-10 ovarian cancer grants. This foundation gives priority to young investigators and supports research on a range of ovarian cancer research topics. The average grant ranges from $25,000-$50,000. Over 50 ovarian cancer grants have been awarded to date and there is data that demonstrates that grant recipients have been successful in obtaining additional funding based upon the results of the GCF grants.”

Lynne Cohen Foundation for Ovarian Cancer Research (LCFOCR) 
“The Lynne Cohen Foundation supports and enables collaborative, multi-institutional research combating ovarian cancer through prevention and early detection. A network of preventive care clinics, a consortium of researchers from prestigious cancer centers around the country, and a national data registry of high-risk patients from geographically diverse communities comprise the core of our direct efforts. Approximately five $100,000 grants are awarded each year. Over 70 grants totaling $4.5million have been awarded since 1998.”
