The nurse practitioner will function as an independent clinician providing obstetrical and gynecologic care under the collaborative supervision of an Obstetrician-Gynecologist.  The nurse practitioner duties will vary but are not limited to:

•
Performance of well-woman examinations, family planning, basic gynecological complaints, and prenatal/postnatal care according to approved protocols.

•
Obtain a comprehensive health history and psychosocial evaluation and physical examination.

•
Order, perform and interpret screening and diagnostic procedures and tests, including placement of IUDs, endometrial biopsies, polypectomy, and colposcopy with biopsy (if no experience with these procedures, must be willing to be trained in them)

•
Develops differential diagnoses on the basis of examination, lab and imaging data


•
Provides postoperative care including wound assessment and staple removal

•
Performs vaccinations when necessary

•
Fully discusses medical and surgical options for conditions and refer when appropriate and/or for surgery

•
Incorporate non-pharmacologic therapies into practice

•
Order and interprets laboratory results and imaging studies when indicated

•
Prescribes approved medications as regulated by the practice protocols

•
Provides health promotion and disease prevention information that is appropriate to the patient's age, developmental status, disability, culture and ethnicity

•
Consultation and/or referral of patients when indicated

•
Maintenance of accurate and complete medical records
