Bill Review Process

Hello Members of the Health Policy Committee,

Once again it is time to start the bill review process.  The 2016 session begins on Monday, March 14, 2016 and final Adjournment is no later than 6:00 pm on Monday, June 6, 2016.  For those new members listed below are the instructions on what you need to do to assist with the legislative bill review.  
Background and General Information about Bill Review
The Health Policy Committee is now starting this process that occurs annually, called “Bill Review”.  This is in preparation for the upcoming Louisiana legislative session.  The members of the Health Policy Committee divide into groups to review all of the bills that are filed for the 2016 legislative session.  Even in a short session there are usually over 1000 bills that must be examined.  It is the responsibility of the committee members to sift through these bills to ascertain which ones might affect our nurse practitioner practice.  
Members are divided into Red, White and Blue teams.  Because of the volume, the work groups need to have more than one member willing to read through bills.  Sometimes it is obvious which bills will affect us and sometimes it takes the entire committee to meet and discuss in order to determine if it will have an impact.  So, having more than one person review the same set of bills, helps to ensure we examine them from more than one angle.  The committee really appreciates the help!  Let me know if anyone else might be interested in helping. 
The Louisiana Legislative website provides easy access for both the House of Representatives and the Senate bills.  This is a joint effort, if anyone is unsure whether it pertains to nurse practitioners, we will discuss it in the bill review session.  The last day to ‘drop’ or file a bill at the legislature is March 4, 2016.  You can review the bills on the webpage as early as you like, but you must return for a final review in order to catch any new filings and include them in your review.

Definitions

 

Monitor - means we will follow the bill but we will not "place a card" (this is done at the committee meeting when they hear the bill).

 

For - we WILL place a card stating LANP is supporting this bill and the entire committee is read the card stating our support.

 

Against - we WILL place a card stating LANP is NOT supporting the bill and the entire committee is read the card stating our opposition.

BILL REVIEW TEAMS

Go to the LA legislature website at www.legis.state.la.us ‘bills’ at the top of the page, then click the 2016 session.  These are the bills we will be discussing.  You may search in any way you choose, but make sure you have all the bills filed.  Each team should look at the House and Senate bills with the numbers listed below.  If you feel the bill will affect NPs, nurses, or healthcare, add it to your bill review form (see attachment).  When we meet, we will review our lists.  If you are in doubt as to whether a bill should be included – place it on your list for discussion with the committee.  We don’t want to miss a bill we should consider!
