You are being asked to participate in a research study that is being conducted by Elizabeth Fletcher, DNP student at Rutgers University, Camden, NJ. This is a study of primary care providers’ ability to deliver care to people at risk for and people living with HIV. 
Purpose of the study:

The purpose of this project is to develop, implement and evaluate an online educational resource for improving primary care providers’ Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) knowledge and attitudes.   The study question is: Can an online HIV educational program increase primary care APNs’ knowledge of HIV thereby leading to positive changes in attitudes towards the care of People Living with HIV?  
What will be done?
The study consists of a pre-test, intervention and a post-test.  The intervention is an online educational program using content developed by HIV experts for the AIDS Education and Training Center.   The intervention is approximately six hours of training consisting of four modules each taking approximately 90 minutes to complete.  The computer learning modules are designed to provide easy access to HIV education that APNs can integrate into primary care of PLWH. Participation in this study is voluntary. Your responses will be kept completely confidential.  Your name and personal data will be stored with data from your survey. All information you provide will be treated confidentially.  Once data collection is complete, your e-mail address will be shredded and no link between the survey data and identity will exist.  There are no foreseeable risks to participation except for the remote possibility that your email address would be inadvertently disclosed.  However, the principal investigator has put in place adequate protections for your privacy and all personal information will be kept securely by the research team until study completion in May 2017.
Withdrawal:

Your participation is voluntary; you are free to withdraw your participation from this study at any time. If you do not want to continue, you can simply leave this website. You may choose to skip any questions that you do not wish to answer. 
How will the findings be used?
The results of the study will confirm/ deny the need to provide a site for HIV education geared to APNs in primary care. The results from the study will be presented at HIV care conferences as well as other APN conferences, and the results might be published in HIV related journals.
