Designed by 
Lebanese architect Galal Mahmoud, the 
white-on-white theme mixes materials 
such as marble, glass, wood and stone 
to give the rooms a sleek look. Most 
rooms have private pools and balconies 
that look out to the Aegean Sea, and 
interiors that accommodate pop art 
and modern seating options.

 CASA COOK, KOS, GREECE

The hotel has been designed to resemble 
a traditional Greek village, with its mix 

of one- and two-storey villas built in the 
local cubist style. The interiors of the 100 
rooms have polished, pale grey concrete 

surfaces o� set by furniture in wickerwork, 
and furnishings in muted browns. Inspired 

by the concept of paréa where you live 
with family and friends, the villas have 

been arranged around a series of shared 
courtyards.

Built in the elevator

the Table Mountain and 

Robben Island. The 
hotel’s pillowed panels 

on the façade designed 
by Thomas Heatherwick 

bulge outward as if 
they’re gently infl ated. 

At night, this transforms 
the building into a 

glowing lantern. The 
28 rooms are done up 

in exuberant yellows, 
reds and blues, and 

complement the 
industrial architecture, 
while the walls display 
striking works by local 
artist Sibley McAdam.

 HA(A)ÏTZA, PYLA-SUR-MER, FRANCE

The 1930s neo-Basque architecture of Ha(a)ïtza 
has been reimagined by Philippe Starck to give the 
historical building in France a modern sophistication. 
Referencing the Dune du Pilat (Europe’s tallest sand 
dune), the rooms are done up in light wood and 
white tones with a touch of steel and glass, while the 
pinewood walls in the lobby, the African masks in 
the lounge and artist Ara Starck’s coloured windows 
in the reception add drama.

 AYANA FORT, KOCHI, INDIA

A 200-year-old Portuguese courthouse restored into a 16-room 
hotel, Ayana Fort Kochi is located just across the harbour. The 

interiors reference the decadence of the Art Deco era with 
black-and-white chequered fl oors, exquisite furniture sourced 
from local antique shops in Mattancherry and contemporary 

Indian artworks showcased around the hotel.

His fi rst hotel refl ects his Occidental design sensibilities with its 
whitewashed walls, soothing colours and billowing white voile 
curtains. The mashrabiya windows, zouak ceilings, zelige tile work and 
profusion of orange trees in the central courtyard add the requisite 
Moroccan fl ourish.

 21C MUSEUM HOTEL, OKLAHOMA CITY, USA

21c Museum Hotel is built in a building that was once a Ford 
assembly plant, and includes a contemporary art museum and a 
135-room hotel. The design integrates the building’s automotive 

legacy by restoring and recreating original assembly line elements 
such as the decorative brick and terracotta exterior sconces, and 

uses reclaimed wood and plastic for the furnishings.
