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Just when you think Band of Outsiders can’t get any better, the brand goes ahead and collaborates with 
Atari. Designer Scott Sternberg has interpreted characters and visual motifs from classic games like 
Combat, Outlaw, and Night Driver into an insanely cool assortment of polo shirts, oxfords, bow ties, and 
tees. (In particular, note Sternberg’s take on the critter pant—a pair of chinos embroidered with icons of 
Asteroids and Millipede.) “I’ve been an Atari fan since I was a kid, right when it came out in the late 
’70s,” says Sternberg, who got hooked playing The Super Breakout Sweater and Atari Football Polo.  
These days, he swears he spends “zero point zero zero” moments playing video games, which seems 
like a bummer, but as long as he keeps incorporating them into his collections, we’re cool.

Filmmaker, artist, and 
Harvard lecturer Isaac 
Julien will have his 
first career-spanning 
monograph published 
this December. Against 
a chaotic backdrop of 
London’s social and 

political riots, the book chronicles 
how a young Julien fed off the world 
around him to create his identity. 
“When it comes to Britain, where I 
live, something around that fact has 
helped me to deal with reality,” he 
explains. The retrospective covers 
the friendships, mentors, and events 
that played key roles in the 
development of his work, and explores 
his breakout film Looking for 
Langston, about poet Langston Hughes 
during the Harlem Renaissance, which 
earned critics’ praise and put him 
on the filmmaking map. The book will 
be released in conjunction with the 
exhibit Ten Thousand Waves at MoMA 
in New York City, which will feature 
a nine-screen film installation. Both 
the book and exhibit are a testament 
to an artist embracing the unknown 
and using it to push boundaries. “It 
remains important to welcome the 
unexpected,” says Julien, “and to be 
willing to let it resonate.”
