NOTESPRIORITIZING THE GOSPEL
SCRIPTURE'S PROOF THAT GOSPEL BENEFITS COME BY 

FAITH
Galatians 3:6-14

Galatians 6:17 - From now on let no one cause trouble for me, for I bear on 
my body the brand-marks of Jesus.

4 scriptural proofs that gospel benefits come by faith

Proof #1: Righteousness Has Always Come by F a i t h

Galatians 3:6 - Even so Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to 
him as righteousness.

Galatians 3:11 - Now that no one is justified by the Law before God is 
evident; for, “The righteous man shall live by faith.” 

A. Righteousness came by faith prior to the Mosaic L a w  and prior 
to circumcision

Genesis 12:3 - And I will bless those who bless you, and the one who 
curses you I will curse. And in you all the families of the earth will be 
blessed.

Romans 4:7-10

B. R i g h t e o u s n e s s  came by faith during the time of the 
Mosaic Law

Galatians 3:11 - Now that no one is justified by the Law before God is 
evident; for, “The righteous man shall live by faith.”

Habakkuk 3:17-19

Proof #2: The Blessing of Abraham Is For Those Who E x e r c i s e 
Faith

Galatians 3:8 - The Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the 
Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel beforehand to Abraham, saying, 
“All the nations will be blessed in you.” So then those who are of faith are 
blessed with Abraham, the believer.

Genesis 18:17-18

Genesis 22:18

Romans 4:11-13

Proof #3: Cursed Is Everyone Who Fails to Keep the Entire Law = 
E v e r y o n e

Galatians 3:10 - For as many as are of the works of the Law are under 
a curse; for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who does not abide by all 
things written in the book of the law, to perform them.” 

Galatians 3:12 - However, the Law is not of faith; on the contrary, “He 
who practices them shall live by them.” 

Leviticus 18:5 - So you shall keep My statutes and My judgments, by 
which a man may live if he does them; I am the Lord. 

Deuteronomy 27:26 - “Cursed is he who does not confirm the words of 
this law by doing them.” And all the people shall say, “Amen.” 

Proof #4: Jesus Redeemed Us From the Just Curse by 
B e c o m i n g  a Curse For Us

Galatians 3:13 - Christ redeemed us from the curse of the Law, having 
become a curse for us–for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs 
on a tree”– in order that in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham might 
come to the Gentiles, so that we would receive the promise of the Spirit 
through faith.

Deuteronomy 21:22-23

1 Peter 2:24 - …and He Himself bore our sins in His body on the cross, 
so that we might die to sin and live to righteousness; for by His wounds 
you were healed.

2 Corinthians 5:21 - He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our 
behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

Galatians 3:8

1. Meditate on the wonderful blessings associated with your 
salvation and the gift of the Spirit and then thank the Lord for 
them.

2. Be compelling as you share your faith. The model described in vv. 
1-14 included both our personal experience and the Scripture.

3. Grow in your understanding of how the Bible uses the Bible to 
show God’s overall master plan.

4. Be thoughtful about other truth claims and the “cost” associated 
with it.
