Galatians 3:15-25

3 reasons the promise of God is superior to the law
I. The Promise of God Cannot Be Changed By the L a w

A. Ratified h u m a n  agreements cannot be set aside or adjusted

Galatians 3:15 - Brethren, I speak in terms of human relations: even 
though it is only a man’s covenant, yet when it has been ratified, no one 
sets it aside or adds conditions to it. 

B. The promise was given to Abraham and his seed, C h r i s t

Galatians 3:16
Genesis 22:18

C. The law was given to M o s e s  430 years later

Galatians 3:17
D. I n h e r i t a n c e  is based on a promise, not observance of the 

law

Galatians 3:18 - For if the inheritance is based on law, it is no longer 
based on a promise; but God has granted it to Abraham by means of a 
promise. 
Romans 4:13-16

II. The Law Was Temporary and the Promise Is P e r m a n e n t

A. The l a w  was added due to transgressions 

Galatians 3:19 - Why the Law then? It was added because of 
transgressions…
Romans 7:9
Romans 7:12

B. The law required a m e d i a t o r  in contrast to the personal 
promise

Galatians 3:19-20
Deuteronomy 33:2

C. The law was added with an e n d i n g  point

Galatians 3:19 - … until the seed would come to whom the promise 
had been made. 
Titus 2:11-14

III. The Law Is Not Opposed to the Promise, But Reveals the 
Importance of the P r o m i s e

A. The law cannot impart l i f e

Galatians 3:21 - Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? 
May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart 
life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law. 
Romans 7:4

B. The law was given to reveal s i n

Galatians 3:22 - But the Scripture has shut up everyone under sin, so 
that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who 
believe. 
Romans 7:7
Romans 3:19-20

C. The law locks us up and f a i t h  in the promise sets us free

Galatians 3:23 - But before faith came, we were kept in custody 
under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be 
revealed. 

D. The law is our guardian to l e a d  us to Christ

Galatians 3:24-25
Romans 8:1-2
Romans 4:7-8
