Galatians 5:2-12

Galatians 5:1 - It was for freedom that Christ set us free; therefore keep 
standing firm and do not be subject again to a yoke of slavery.

Galatians 5:2-4 - Behold I, Paul, say to you that if you receive circumcision, 
Christ will be of no benefit to you. And I testify again to every man who 
receives circumcision, that he is under obligation to keep the whole Law. 
You have been severed from Christ, you who are seeking to be justified by 
law; you have fallen from grace.

Galatians 5:2 - Behold I, Paul, say to you that if you receive circumcision, 
Christ will be of no benefit to you.

II. You Put Your C o n f i d e n c e  in Your Ability to Do Good Over 
Jesus Christ’s Righteous Work on Your Behalf

Galatians 2:16 - …nevertheless knowing that a man is not justified 
by the works of the Law but through faith in Christ Jesus, even we have 
believed in Christ Jesus, so that we may be justified by faith in Christ and 
not by the works of the Law; since by the works of the Law no flesh will be 
justified.

III. You Take Up a Burden That You Cannot Keep That Will Curse and 
C o n d e m n  You

Galatians 5:3 - And I testify again to every man who receives 
circumcision, that he is under obligation to keep the whole Law.

IV. You S e v e r  Yourself From the Freedom Found in Jesus by 
Faith

Galatians 5:4 - You have been severed from Christ, you who are seeking 
to be justified by law; you have fallen from grace.
