5 reasons Jesus' priesthood is superior to the Levitical priesthood

I. The Order of Melchizedek Is G r e a t e r

A. Melchizedek received tithes from Abraham

Hebrews 7:4 - Now observe how great this man was to whom 
Abraham, the patriarch, gave a tenth of the choicest spoils. 

B. Melchizedek received tithes from Levi through Abraham

Numbers 18:20-21

Hebrews 7:5

Hebrews 7:9-10 - And, so to speak, through Abraham even Levi, 
who received tithes, paid tithes, for he was still in the loins of his 
father when Melchizedek met him.

C. Melchizedek blessed Abraham

Hebrews 7:6-8 

D. Melchizedek is a priest perpetually

Hebrews 7:3 - Without father, without mother, without genealogy, 
having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made like the 
Son of God, he remains a priest perpetually. 

II. The Levitical Priesthood was L i m i t e d

A. The Levitical priesthood was i n c o m p l e t e

Hebrews 7:11 - Now if perfection was through the Levitical 
priesthood (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what 
further need was there for another priest to arise according to the 
order of Melchizedek, and not be designated according to the order 
of Aaron? 

Hebrews 7:18-19a - For, on the one hand, there is a setting aside of 
a former commandment because of its weakness and uselessness (for 
the Law made nothing perfect)…

B. The Levitical priesthood was t e m p o r a r y

Hebrews 7:12-14 

C. The Levitical priests were weak and s i n f u l

Hebrews 5:1-3

D. The Levitical priesthood was c o n s t r a i n e d  by death 

Hebrews 7:23 - The former priests, on the one hand, existed in 
greater numbers because they were prevented by death from 
continuing…

III. Jesus’ Priesthood A l l o w s  Our King to be Our Priest

A. Jesus was from the tribe of Judah, not Levi

B. The order of Melchizedek the coming priest was one with an 
indestructible life, not a Levitical line

IV. Jesus’ Priesthood Is P e r m a n e n t

A. It is based on an o a t h  not lineage

Hebrews 7:20-22 

B. He is the g u a r a n t e e  of a better covenant as He is not 
constrained by death

Hebrews 7:23-24 

V. Jesus’ Priesthood Is Eternally E f f e c t i v e

A. He saves and i n t e r c e d e s  forever

Hebrews 7:25 - Therefore He is able also to save forever those 
who draw near to God through Him, since He always lives to make 
intercession for them. 

Romans 8:33-34 - Who will bring a charge against God’s elect? God 
is the one who justifies; who is the one who condemns? Christ Jesus is 
He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand of 
God, who also intercedes for us. 

B. He is the perfect priest and sacrifice who o f f e r e d  up Himself 
once forever
