Galatians 6:6-10

3 ways that you can bless your Church & your community

I. S u p p o r t  the Ministry

Galatians 6:6 - The one who is taught the word is to share all good 
things with the one who teaches him. 

A. Ministry c o n t e x t : division, strife, and the danger of 
abandoning the faith

B. C o n c e r n : the ministry of the Word takes time

C. R e a s o n : the ministry of the Word protects you

Ephesians 4:11-12, 14 - And He gave some as apostles, and some as 
prophets, and some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers, 
for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building 
up of the body of Christ…As a result, we are no longer to be children, 
tossed here and there by waves and carried about by every wind of 
doctrine, by the trickery of men, by craftiness in deceitful scheming…

II. T r u s t  the Principle of Sowing and Reaping

Galatians 6:7-8 - Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever 
a man sows, this he will also reap. For the one who sows to his own flesh 
will from the flesh reap corruption, but the one who sows to the Spirit will 
from the Spirit reap eternal life.

B. The most important results are e t e r n a l

III. Do G o o d  Without Losing Heart – Especially to Other 
Believers

Galatians 6:9-10 - Let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due 
time we will reap if we do not grow weary. So then, while we have 
opportunity, let us do good to all people, and especially to those who are 
of the household of the faith.

2 Corinthians 4:1, 16-18 - Therefore, since we have this ministry, as 
we received mercy, we do not lose heart…Therefore we do not lose 
heart, but though our outer man is decaying, yet our inner man is being 
renewed day by day. For momentary, light affliction is producing for us 
an eternal weight of glory far beyond all comparison, while we look not 
at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen; for the 
things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen 
are eternal.
