Cleaning & Changing Filters

For All Units
+ Check your filters once a month.
« Turn off the air conditiner before you open the unit.
« Use protective gloves when cleaning the filters.
For Reusable Filter Units
+ Check their condition. If you notice that the netting has
holes, it means that you have to replace them with new
ones. Contact your dealer.
1. Clean the surface with a vacuum cleaner
Use a vacuum cleaner without a brush, because it can
damage the netting. Clean the filter well from top to
bottom in its length. If you have pets, you may need to
do this several times to make sure you have cleaned the
net of all the hair. When using the vacuum cleaner, do
not press too hard, as you can tear the filter.
2. Soak the filter in water
Once you have finished vacuuming and made sure
that the netting is well cleaned of dust, you can
proceed with washing the filter. To do this, fill the tub
with water or a container large enough, and the water
must be at room temperature. Pour a simple liquid
detergent in the water and place the filter in the bath
or container, making sure you have fully submerged
it. Move the filter several times back and forth in the
soap solution and allow it to soak for 10-15 minutes.
To remove dirt, do not use brushes or other rough tools
to avoid damaging the filter. We recommend that you
use a hose, as it will allow you to clean all waste and dirt
well. Continue to clean the filter with a hose until the
water flows clean on the other side.
3. Spray the filter with a homemade solution
To destroy bacteria, you can prepare a mixture that is
effective enough at home. Make a solution by adding
vinegar and water in a spray bottle in a one-to-one
ratio. Spray the filter with the solution and allow it to
disinfect well for about ten minutes. Then rinse the filter
under running water.
4. Dry the filter well
It is important to dry the air filter outside to make sure
that any moisture has been removed. You can put
newspapers on the ground under the filter and lean
it against the wall. After about three hours, the filter
should be completely dry, and then you can install it
again in your air conditioner.
Regularly maintained and well-cleaned air conditioning is
an effective air conditioner, but in many cases, people do
not have the necessary time or do not want to engage in
this procedure. If you do not have everything you need to
clean your air conditioner, you can trust the professional
services of air conditioning technicians who can quickly and
efficiently perform the prevention of your air conditioning
system. When you contact a professional technician, you will
have a well-cleaned and maintained air conditioner and you
will be sure about its condition. You will also receive valuable
advice on how best to take care of your appliance to serve
you for as long as possible.

Troubleshooting

Table TS-1: Common Issues
The following problems are not malfunctions and, in most situations, will not require repairs.

Issue

Possible Causes

The unit does not turn on
when pressing the ON/OFF
button

The Unit has a 3-minute protection feature that prevents the unit from overloading. The unit cannot
be restarted within three minutes of being turned off.

Cooling and Heating Models: If the Operation light and PRE-DEF (Pre-heating/ Defrost) indicators are
lit up, the outdoor temperature is too cold, and the unit's anti-cold wind is activated to defrost the
unit.

In Cooling-only Models: If the “Fan Only” indicator is lit up, the outdoor temperature is too cold, and
the unit's anti-freeze protection is activated to defrost the unit.

The unit changes from
COOL/HEAT mode to FAN
mode

The unit may change its setting to prevent frost from forming on the unit. Once the temperature
increases, the unit will start operating in the previously selected mode again.

Once the set temperature has been reached, the unit turns off the compressor. It will continue
operating when the temperature fluctuates again.

The indoor unit emits a white
mist

In humid regions, a large temperature difference between the room'’s air and the conditioned air can
cause white mist.

Both the indoor and outdoor
units emit white mist

When the unit restarts in HEAT mode after defrosting, a white mist may be emitted due to moisture
generated from the defrosting process.

The indoor unit makes noises

A squeaking sound is heard when the system is OFF or in COOL mode. The noise is also heard when
the drain pump (optional) is in operation.

A squeaking sound may occur after running the unit in HEAT mode due to the expansion and
contraction of the unit's plastic parts.

Both the indoor unit and
outdoor unit make noises

Low hissing sound during operation: This is normal and is caused by refrigerant gas flowing through
both indoor and outdoor units

Low hissing sound when the system starts, has just stopped running, or is defrosting: This noise is
normal and is caused by the refrigerant gas stopping or changing direction.

Squeaking sound: Normal expansion and contraction of plastic and metal parts caused by temperature
changes during operation can cause squeaking noises.

The unit will make different sounds based on its current operating mode.

Dust is emitted from either
the indoor or outdoor unit

The unit may accumulate dust during extended periods of non-use, which will be emitted when the
unit is turned on. This can be mitigated by covering the unit during long periods of inactivity.

The unit emits a bad odor

The unit may absorb odors from the environment (such as furniture, cooking, cigarettes, etc.) which
will be emitted during operations.

The unit's filters have become moldy and should be cleaned.

The fan of the outdoor unit
does not operate

During operation, the fan speed is controlled to optimize product operation.

If the problem persists, contact a local dealer. Provide them with a detailed description of the unit malfunction as well as
