Today, Alden Biesen is an 
impressive and inspiring heritage 
site. Every year, more than 250,000 
visitors come to admire the
80-hectare domain. Apart from an 
English park and French gardens, 
you will find the largest continuous 
standard fruit orchard in north­
western Europe, with more than 
500 historical varieties.

Alden Biesen is located at cycling 
node 68. There are also many cycling 
and hiking routes in and around the 
domain. You can find out about them 
at the Infokantoor Toerisme.

The Grand Commandery of Alden 
Biesen is located in Rijkhoven 
(Bilzen), in the middle of hilly 
Haspengouw. It dates back to 1220, 
and is one of the few intact castles 
of the Teutonic Order, a medieval 
knightly order comparable to the 
Knights Templar. For centuries, it 
served as one of the Order's most 
influential headquarters.

The former coach houses, 
storerooms and workrooms - 
including the brewery and malt 
lofts - have been converted into 
sleeping quarters. In total, Alden 
Biesen offers 30 rooms and 54 
beds for groups. There are also 
more than 30 rooms for 10 to 500 
persons, which can be booked for 
meetings, lectures, workshops or 
receptions.

What’s more, Alden Biesen offers 
a wide range of activities for 
children, such as a walk and an

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The Duras-Wilderen walk passes the 
castle, as does the ‘Cycling between 
abbeys and castles’ (Fietsen tussen 
abdijen en kastelen) cycling route 
(44 km, starting in Sint-Truiden).

A sister-in-law of Josephine-Louise, Countess Henriette d'Oultremont 
married King William I of the Netherlands in 1841. The latter had to 
abdicate because he was a Protestant and Henriette was a Catholic. 
Some of the correspondence between Henriette and William is kept 
in the castle archives.

From the Castle of Duras you can 
explore the enchanting region of 
Haspengouw on foot or by bicycle 
(bicycles available upon request).

The Castle of Duras (Sint-Truiden) 
was built between 1787 and 1789 by 
Baron Jean Joseph Van der Noot, as 
a gift for his daughter Josephine- 
Louise. Her son, Prince Eugene 
de Ligne, would later lay claim to 
the Belgian throne. Since then, the 
castle has been in the possession 
of descendants of the d'Oultremont 
family for generations.

Want to spend the night in 

the Castle of Duras?

Guided group tours (maximum 30 
persons) must be requested three 
weeks in advance (€ 10 per person 
with a minimum of € 250, plus 
€ 40 for the guide). For € 5 extra 
per person, after the tour you can 
enjoy a glass of Gloire de Duras, 
the wine produced on the estate.

In good weather, you can even have 
breakfast on the balcony. Families 
of up to 4 persons can stay in 
a completely renovated chalet 
surrounded by nature. Reservations 
can be made via the website.

Would you like to feel like a real 
lord or lady of the castle? Book 
a stay in the cupola room. This 
comfortable, circular bedroom has 
a large balcony with a stunning 
view of the castle grounds and the 
majestic 300-metre-long plane tree 
avenue.

At the end of the Second World 
War, the castle was hit by a German 
VI flying bomb. It was subsequently 
rebuilt according to the original 
18thcentury design. Today, it lies in 
a private domain of some 400 ha, 
including a castle park, orchards, 
an old water mill and an orangery 
with a kitchen garden, which has 
recently been transformed into a 
vineyard.

Castle Hex was built in around 1770 
as a summer residence and hunting 
lodge for Frans-Karel von Velbriick, 
the prince-bishop of Liege. The 
humanist, art connoisseur, scientist 
and nature lover enjoyed retreating 
to the hills of Haspengouw. The 
castle is surrounded by formal 
gardens with a magnificent rose 
collection, an organic kitchen 
garden with rare vegetables, and
English landscape park with lovely 
vistas and centuries-old trees.

The castle lies on the Haspengouw 
cylcing route no. 7, ‘Fruity 
landscapes with spirit’ (between 
nodes 156 and 157). The ‘Witch’ 
hiking route also passes by - it 
starts at De Horne in Vechmaal.

Hex is managed by the d'Ursel 
family. The castle, gardens and 
park are listed monuments and 
designated as a Habitats Directive 
area - an area extremely rich in 
flora and fauna.

The castle owes its current 
appearance to Jean Philippe 
Eugene de Merode (1674-1732) - a 
prominent man in his time, as he 
was Grandee of Spain, Knight of 
the Order of the Golden Fleece 
and Feldmarschall of the Imperial 
armies of Austria. He had a 
network of avenues created and 
embellished the castle. Meanwhile, 
many centuries later, the castle 
is still inhabited by a de Merode 
prince.

The name 'de Merode is inextricably 
linked to the history of Westerlo. 
And yet, the castle of the same 
name, located in the centre of the 
municipality, has not always been 
in the possession of the de Merode 
family. This has only been the 
case since 1478, when the Council 
of Brabant officially allocated the 
domain to Jan IV de Merode.

The castle domain of Hof Ter 
Laken in Booischot is a real gem on 
the Grote Nete river. The Flemish 
Neo-Renaissance castle is a real 
eye-catcher in the magnificent 
30-hectare park. The present 
building was constructed between 
1830 and 1870. In addition, the park 
boasts a depot with horse stables, 
a forester's house, the former ice 
cellar and a partially walled kitchen 
garden and orchard.

On 19 July 2018, the municipality 
of Heist-op-den-Berg and the 
Kempens Landschap Foundation 
took over the estate from the de 
Gruben family. Since then, the park 
has been managed by Kempens 
Landschap and the restoration 
of the buildings has been 
thoroughly prepared. In the future, 
the castle will serve as heritage 
accommodation for large groups 
(up to 30-35 persons). The depot 
with the coach house will become 
a brasserie with a room for events 
and space for meetings. So after 
your walk or bike ride, you will 
be able to enjoy a quiet moment 
in the glorious setting of Hof Ter 
Laken.

Hofdreef - 2221 Booischot 
(Heist-op-den-Berg)

The domain is crossed by the 
Molenbeek and several other 'laken' 
or smaller watercourses, to which 
it owes its name. It is surrounded 
by forests and flowering meadows. 
The stately drive and the location 
along the charming meandering 
river complete the picture.

It's worth mentioning that you can 
combine a walk from Hof Ter Laken 
along the Grote Nete river, which 
with good reason is called the Loire 
of the Kempen, and pay a visit to 
many other castles along the river. 
You will literally walk through the 
decor of the film Pallieter, which 
was shot in and around Hof Ter 
Laken.

Hof Ter Laken is located at node 71 
in Heist-op-den-Berg. If you cycle 
from there in the direction of node 
5, you will pass through the stately 
Hofdreef, which provides a fine view 
of the castle.

The castle is being 
restored and converted into a 
B&B. Ever since the domain’s 
management was taken over by the 
Kempens Landschap Foundation, 
the Municipality of Edegem and 
the Flemish Agency for Nature and 
Forests, it is being developed as a 
tourist attraction.

Brasserie Hof Ter Laken: open daily, 
also on public holidays.

In the centre of Edegem. about 
seven kilometres from Antwerp’s 
Grote Markt, you will Find the Castle 
Hof Ter Linden. The classicist castle 
is surrounded by a 52-hectare 
green oasis. The domain’s history 
dates back to the 13th century and 
it owes its name to the local court 
proceedings that took place there 
under a lime tree. The present 
castle dates back to the 18th 
century, when the owners replaced 
the dilapidated medieval castle 
with a court of plaisance. The 
building is a wonderful example 
of Classicism in the green belt 
around Antwerp, situated in a 
majestic park with two mirrored 
coach houses in the outer bailey. 
The castle is decorated in Louis XVI 
style with exceptional marble and 
parquet floors.

In due course, you can 
come here to spend the night in 
a real fairy-tale castle and have 
a delicious bite to eat the coach 
house.

Every first Sunday of the month, at 
2 p.m., there is a guided tour that 
you can join as an individual visitor 
(registration required). You can 
also request a group visit. It costs 
€ 5 per person, with a minimum of 
€ 50 per group. A guided tour takes 
about 2.5 hours.

The Castle of Zellaer is just a 
stone's throw away from Mechelen. 
It’s a fairy-tale setting with its keep, 
moat and drawbridge. The history 
of this special place dates back 
to the 13th century. Back then, a 
medieval castle stood on the site 
currently occupied by the present 
castle. Due to its location, it has 
always been a desirable place to 
live. A number of senior clergymen, 
mayors of Mechelen, wealthy 
businessmen, counts and a baron 
successively took up residence here. 
As the various owners wanted to 
put their own mark on the castle, 
it was rebuilt several times. The 
present Neo-Gothic castle dates 
back to 1885, and stands in a 
straight line with Mechelen’s St 
Rumbold’s tower. Baron de Vriere 
had it built from white sandstone 
using stones from Vilvoorde’s city 
wall. Inside the castle, you will find 
many well-preserved elements such 
as wood carvings and paintings.

In recent years the castle, a 
complete work of art that testifies 
to the knowledge and skill of an 
international team ofcraftsmen 
and artists has been closed for 
thorough renovation work. In July
2023, the castle will awaken from its 
beauty sleep and open its doors to 
visitors again. The still quasi-empty 
rooms will be filled with a tribute 
to Marquise Arconati Visconti as this 
year will mark the centenary of her 
death. In 2024, the castle will reopen 
with a renewed scenography and its 
collection back on display.

In the Middle Ages, Gaasbeek Castle, 
located just outside Brussels, was 
a fortified castle. Later, it became 
a spacious country house. At the 
end of the 19th century it was 
given a romantic restyling thanks 
to Marquise Marie Arconati Visconti 
- a spirited lady, who combined a 
busy intellectual life in Paris with 
long holidays in Gaasbeek. After her 
husband's death, she inherited a huge 
fortune. She used it to restore the 
castle. She designed it as a museum 
for her art collection.

landscape garden - of which you can 
still find many traces - now houses a 
world-famous plant collection. There 
is something to do in every season, 
and you can stroll to your heart’s 
content. And take the children: they 
can let off steam in the play forest, 
go on a treasure hunt with King 
Amaryllo or try out the Amaze-your- 
feet-Path, an adventurous barefoot 
experience.

The Brabantse Kouters hiking 
network and the Green Belt Cregional 
GR path run alongside the Botanic 
Garden. The domain is also right on 
the cycling node network and the 
Green Belt Route, one of the nine 
Flemish Iconic cycling routes. Several 
other hiking and cycling routes 
pass close by. You can Find out all 
about them at the regional tourist 
information point, located at the 
Keizerin Charlotte entrance of the 
Botanic Garden.

In the castle’s main hall there is a 
permanent exhibition about the 
history of the estate and its residents. 
You can visit the keep, not to 
mention the roof terrace: the view is 
incredible!

Bouchout Castle stands in the middle 
of Meise Botanic Garden. It is built 
around a 12th-century keep, a square 
defensive tower with walls up to a 
metre thick. Over the centuries, the 
keep grew into an impressive closed 
fortress with four circular towers and 
a moat. The castle was repeatedly 
looted and restored. The residents 
were dignitaries, who also left 
their own mark on Belgian history. 
The castle was comprehensively 
renovated around the time of the 
French Revolution. The extensive 
castle grounds were transformed into 
an English landscape garden, with 
exotic plants, charming ponds and 
picturesque follies.

At the end of the 19th century. 
King Leopold II bought the castle 
for his sister Charlotte - the widow 
of Maximilian of Austria, Emperor 
of Mexico, who was shot during 
a revolution in that country. The 
interior was then refurbished in Neo­
Gothic and Neo-Renaissance style. 
Not everything has been preserved, 
but much of the woodwork is still 
there, as is the interior of the salon 
where the empress liked to spend 
time.

In mid-May and mid-October, the 
castle park serves as the setting 
for the internationally renowned 
Beervelde Garden Festival. With 240 
participants and more than 20,000 
visitors from all over Europe, they 
have become a household name for 
garden fair enthusiasts.

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The charming castle was given its 
Neoclassical look during renovations 
in the 18th century. It sits snugly in 
a 13-hectare wooded park. You will 
find winding paths, tranquil ponds 
and striking outbuildings such as a 
coach house, an outer bailey and a 
tower-shaped garden pavilion. The 
park was created in the 1880s by the 
famous landscape architect Friedrich 
Eduard Keilig. You couldn’t get much 
fancier in those days. Keilig also drew 
the plans for Laeken Park, the Ter 
Kamerenbos and Antwerp City Park. 
From the castle grounds, a double 
avenue leads to the Church of Our 
Lady of Perpetual Help, which was 
built in the mid-19th century by order 
of the then Baron.

The Lozer Castle domain (Huise) has 
been in the possession of the della 
Faille d’Huysse family since 1654. At 
that time it was known as’t Goed 
t’Uplosere. The current owners are 
the tenth generation!

Elisabeth and Bernard della Faille 
d’Huysse welcome you to their B&B

The Ooidonk hiking route and the 
Leiestreek cycling route pass by the 
castle.

The castle is available for public, 
private and corporate events. They 
can be organised in the castle or 
in a marquee in the impressive 
courtyard or gardens. There is also 
a fully equipped conference room 
for an exclusive tailor-made seminar 
package.

In the 16th century, the castle 
belonged to Philip, Count of Home. 
He was one of the main supporters 
of William of Orange, the leader 
of the revolt against Spain. In 1568, 
together with the Count of Egmont, 
he was beheaded on Brussels’ Grand 
Place. Ooidonk became embroiled 
in the religious wars that ravaged 
our regions in the 16th century. The 
castle was destroyed twice. Finally, 
an Antwerp dignitary, Maarten della 
Faille had it converted into a country 
house in Renaissance style.

There was already a castle 
here in the Middle Ages, but it 
was destroyed in 1453, by the 
army of Philip the Good. A few 
centuries later, the noble family 
of Preudhomme d’Hailly built a 
new castle on the ruins in the 
Classicism style - 300,000 bricks 
were transported to do so! Baron 
Victor Pycke de Peteghem bought 
it in 1873, and converted it into 
a romantic retreat. Later, the 
castle became a boarding school 
for orphans and children with 
difficult circumstances at home. 
VISITFLANDERS acquired it in 2021, 
and is now working on a new 
purpose for the domain through a 
participatory process..

The GR 129, a long-distance hiking 
trail, crosses the domain. There are 
also two walking loops. The domain 
is located on the cycling node 
network, and the Art Cities Route 
(Kunststedenroute) - a Flemish 
Iconic cycling route - passes barely 
5 kilometres away in Bellem.

For almost four centuries, Hingene 
Castle was the summer residence 
of the noble d'Ursel family. Every 
summer, the duke would travel 
with his family and servants to his 
favourite country retreat. Now the 
castle and park are the property 
of the Province of Antwerp, which 
is lovingly restoring them to their 
former glory.

In the castle, the walls are covered 
with Chinese wallpaper and unique 
painted and printed cotton fabrics 
(chintz). The oldest pieces date from 
the mid-17th century and the latest 
were installed in 1967. Together they 
form a unique collection: no castle

In 1878, the talented amateur artist 
Duchess Antonine had a painter’s 
studio built in a corner of the 
castle park. Today, her studio has 
been fully restored and given a new 
lease of life as a stylish holiday 
home. The basement and attic 
offer four bedrooms and three 
bathrooms. In the former studio 
on the first floor, there is an open 
kitchen and a lounge with a view 
of the park.

Go through the monumental gates 
and discover an oasis of calm. 
Footpaths lead you along ponds 
and through ancient lanes, and 
with a bit of luck you may spot 
a squirrel, a bird of prey or a roe 
deer along the way. You can have 
a picnic with a view of the castle 
or play on the vast lawns. In the 
gatehouse, you can learn all about 
the domain's history and pick up 
a brochure with the favourite walk 
of the duke in around 1900. The 
gatehouse is also the starting point 
for two escape games, which allow 
you to experience the park in a 
unique way.

Follow the Notelaardreef until 
you reach De Notelaer Pavilion, 
on the bank of the River Scheldt, 
and walk through the tranquil 
area along dikes and through 
polders. Admire the stunning 
nature of Klein-Brabant and the 
‘Stille Waters' drama series while 
hiking or cycling.

The pavilion’s showpiece is the 
circular salon. Apart from the 
striking wall and cupola paintings 
featuring muses, gods and fabulous 
beasts, the unique parquet floor is 
a real eye-catcher. No fewer than 
eight different types of wood were 
used in the geometric pattern. Be 
sure to venture to the top: from the 
cupola gallery, there is a priceless 
view of the Scheldt, the polders 
and the polder villages.

The dike cellar and the ground 
floor used to house the ferry 
service and the inn. The beautiful 
salons and the staircase were 
private. After all. the pavilion 
belonged to the castle domain of 
the noble family d’Ursel in nearby 
Hingene. They used it as a hunting 
lodge and as a venue for parties. 
During the summer months, the 
duke and his family dined there 
regularly, usually in the company 
of high-ranking guests

The pavilion can be visited free of 
charge. VZW De Notelaer non-profit 
organisation organises exhibitions.

Pavilion De Notelaer is an absolute 
gem on the banks of the River 
Scheldt. The circular, 18th-century 
building owes its name to a huge 
walnut tree that once stood on 
the Scheldt dike and served as a 
beacon for skippers. These days, 
it is a popular stop-off for cyclists 
and hikers.

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In the 19th century, Viscount 
Philippe and his consort Zoe de 
Feltz decided to rebuild the castle 
in the Neo-Gothic style. Wissekerke 
had everything a castle needed: a 
fagade to show off, an imposing

Today, this hidden gem is the 
heritage house of the Municipality 
of Beveren.

In the final days of the First World 
War, in the autumn of 1918, the 
castle received a high-profile visit: 
King Albert I and Queen Elisabeth 
took up residence here for a 
month. The king appointed a new 
government while based here. The 
so-called ‘government of Loppem' 
introduced, among other things, 
universal single voting rights - 
though for the time being only for 

men.

The Castle of Loppem lies on 
the Green Belt Bruges cycling route 
and on the Brugse Ommeland node 
network. Hikers will love the Sint- 
Maartenspad (13 km).

A stone's throw from Bruges lies 
the stately Castle of Loppem, in 
the middle of a romantic English 
garden with centuries-old trees, 
ponds and a maze. 
The impressive monument was 
built in the mid-19th century in a 
style that was very fashionable at 
the time, the Neo-Gothic. It is a 
total work of art: the exterior and 
interior are in perfect harmony. 
Englishman Edward Welby Pugin 
designed the furniture, while 
Jean-Baptiste Bethune - known 
as the founder of the Saint-Lucas 
schools - designed the interior: 
the stained-glass windows, the 
chandeliers, the staircases and 
fireplaces, etc. Everything was made 
by local artisans with considerable 
craftsmanship.

a journey around the world. The 
Neo-Gothic interiors and living 
quarters downstairs reveal how a 
noble family lived over a hundred 
years ago. A stately staircase takes 
you to the first floor, where you 
can peek inside the family chapel. 
You can also see the room where 
Albert and Elisabeth stayed. In 
separate rooms you can enjoy the 
collections of Jean and Roland 
van Caloen, two former lords of 
the castle who were passionate 
art collectors. You will discover 
amazing works from the Middle 
Ages, as well as Asian and African 
art.

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The history of the Domain d'Aertrycke 
dates back to the year 1865. In that 
year. August de Maere, the spiritual 
father of the port of Zeebrugge, got 
his hands on a domain in Torhout. 
He had a Neo-Gothic castle built 
there, and in 1897 - in the meantime 
he had been elevated to the nobility 
- he received permission to add 
’d’Aertrycke to his name.

Today, the castle serves as a 
restaurant and banquet hall. It is the 
dream location for weddings (it has 
its own wedding chapel), receptions,

Various hiking routes pass by the 
castle domain: 
the ‘Schadde’ walk d’Aertrycke 
(4 km), the Fuchs walk 
d’Aertrycke (1,5 km) and the ‘Kobbe’ 
walk d’Aertrycke (3 km). The Green
62 (22 km) is a hiking and cycling 

route.

One of his descendants, Xavier de 
Maere became known as the second- 
in-command of the Belgian South 
Pole expedition in 1958-59. After his 
mother’s death, he partly opened up 
the domain. Now you can relax in the 
55-hectare castle park with ponds, 
garden arbours and loop-shaped 
avenues - designed by the renowned 
garden architect Louis Fuchs.
