Whereas Consultant desires to obtain the benefit of representing Client and Client desires to receive 
the benefit of the services provided by Consultant on the terms and conditions set forth and in 
consideration of the promises and other good and valuable considerations (the sufficiency and 
receipt of which are hereby acknowledged), the parties agree as follows: 

Consultant will act as the Client's government affairs and commercial sector adviser. In this capacity, 
Consultant will provide U.S. Congressional and Executive Branch brand engagement to cement and 
deepen relations between Kenya and the U.S. Government as well as between the people of Kenya and 
the U.S. while assisting the Embassy of Kenya achieve its objectives on the issues of tourism, trade, 
investment and AGGA on an as-need and agreed-upon basis., 

Consultant shall act solely as an Independent Contractor, not as an Employee or Agent of Client, 
Accordingly, Client will not exercise control over the manner, time, or place in which any 
services rendered by Consultant or its members, officers, agents and, employees are performed.
