"Whereas Consultant desires to obtain the benefit of representing Client and Client desires to receive 
the benefit of the services provided by Consultant on the terms and conditions set forth and in 
consideration of the promises and other good and valuable considerations (the sufficiency and receipt 
of which are hereby acknowledged), the parties agree as follows: 

Section 1 
Duties; 
Consultant will act as the Client's government affairs and commercial sector adviser. In this capacity, 
Corisuitant will provide U.S. Congressional and Executive Branch brand engagement, along with 
Washington, DC and corporate engagement more broadly on an as-need and agreed-upon basis.

Likewise, the Client may become aware of information about Consultant, its business operations, and its 
methods of performance that may be highly confidential and proprietary to Consultant and which is 
generally not known to the general public or in the business which Consultant and its other client are 
engaged.
