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INTERNATIONAL CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This CONSULTING AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made this 1% day of March 2019 (the
“Effective Date”), by and between the Sonoran Policy Group, LLC, an Arizona corporation
(“Consultant”), and The Embassy of the Republic of Kenya (“Client”).

Consultant and Client agree as follows:

1. Duties. Consultant will facilitate meetings and interactions with the U.S.

‘administration for Client and will perform additional duties on an agreed-iipon basis. Consultant shall act

solely as an independent contractor, not as an employee or agent of Client. Accordingly, Client
will not exercise control over the manner, time, or place in which any services rendered by

agrees that it shall not represent to -any third party that it has authority to enter into such an
agreement. Consultant acknowledges that it will not be éligible for any Client employment benefits
currently provided to employees of Client.

2. Compliance with Applicable Laws and Regulations. All services rendered the Consultant
in the term of this Agreement will be conducted in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations.

3. .  Term; Termination. The term of this Agrecmén_t commeénces on the Effective Date and
continues thereafter for a period of one calender year unless and until terminated as provided in this

Section 3 3 (the “Term”) This Agreement may be terminated by either party, in' such party’s sole and

absolute discretion, without cause, by providing at least thirty (30) days® prior written notice. The
termination of this Agreement shall not release either party from any obligation or hablhty_ to the other
party, including any compensation eamed by Consultant through the date of such terminationh

4, Compensation. Client shall pay Consultant One Million Two Hundred Thousand U.S.
Dollars ($1,200,000.00 USD) fot one year via wire transfer of immediately available funds to Consultant's
designated wire transfer account (the “Compensation™) in four quarterly payments of Three Hundred
Thousand U.S. Dollars ($300,000.00 USD) with compensation for the firs quarter hof contract -
($300,000.00 USD) due upon execution of contract. Secorid payment representing compensation for the
second quarter of coutact ($300,000.00 USD) due to Consultant on or'before June 1, 2019. Third payment
representing compensation for the second quarter of contact ($300,000.00 USD) due to Consultant on or
before September 1, 2019. Final payment representing compensation for the second quarter of contact
($300,000.00 USD) due to Consultant on or before December 1, 2019. The information required for transfer
has been provided by Consultant to Client prior to, or with, the execution of this Agreement. In addition-
to the Compensation, Client shall reimburse Consultant for all reasonable and customary out-of-
pocket expenses incurred by Consultant in connection with performance of this Agreement.
