5% ofthe outstanding amount. In case the amount of
payment made by the Buyer is not sufficient to fully
cover the outstanding amount due under the
Contract, the amount paid by the Buyer shall be in
the first place credited against repayment of the
principal debt amount payable by the Buyer to the
Contractor.

8. FORCE MAJEURE
