BCG International Inc.'s FARA registerable activities were originally directed and overseen by the Saudi Council
of Economic and Development Affairs (CEDA), a government commission. Once the Saudi Government approved the
establishment of a Saudi Partnership Office to support the 21st Century Saudi-US Partnership, Saudi Arabian Oil
Company (Saudi Aramco), Saudi Arabia's state-owned petroleum and natural gas company based in Dhahran, Saudi
Arabia, provided the funds to support the Saudi-U.S. Partnership. Saudi Aramco was not a beneficiary of the
services, but acted as paying agent paying fees for the project. This is reflected in the enclosed purchase
order between Saudi Aramco and BCG International Inc.
