McKinsey & Company, Inc. International (McKinsey) was engaged at the direction of the Saudi Council of
Economic and Development Affairs (CEDA) in 2015 to assist in setting up the Strategic Partnership Office
(SPO) (which later became the Saudi Center for International Strategic Partnerships), an entity whose
purpose would be to help manage and improve Saudi Arabia's relationships with numerous countries around
the world. Because the SPO was not yet established as a separate entity and did not have its own budget,
it was agreed that the Saudi Arabian 0il Company (Saudi Aramco) would pay certain costs associated with
the SPO's design and provide personnel to support the SPO's development leading to the execution of a
purchase order on January 8, 2017 that served as the basis for payment in full of McKinsey's fees.
