Green, or natural, burial is a way of 
caring for the dead with minimal   
environmental impact that aids in 
the conservation of natural                            
resources, reduction of carbon                                   
emissions, protection of worker 
health, and the restoration and/or 
preservation of habitat. Natural                  
Burial in Greenview offers a simpler 
and more natural approach to                      
end-of-life rituals by following the 
standards set forth by the Green         
Burial Council.  

Embalming is not permitted                   
unless non-toxic, biodegradable                   
embalming solution has been used.  

Only biodegrade caskets made 
from renewable materials like                  
bamboo, willow, and banana leaf—
or burial shrouds may be used.  

Outer Burial Containers and Vaults 
are not permitted.  

Natural stone and rocks serve                   
as memorial markers—each space           
is also located using Global                     
Positioning System coordinates.
