CREMATION PROCESS DISCLOSURE

IN SELECTING CREMATION FOR THE ABOVE-NAMED DECEASED, I UNDERSTAND THAT: 

The cremation of a human being is an irreversible process where by the body is transformed into  basic elements and prepared for its ultimate and final disposition by earth burial, entombment, placement into a niche, in a garden within a cemetery, scattering, or holding and safekeeping by a family member or their designated representative. 

The body is placed into a cremation casket or a leak-resistant rigid container. The body is then placed inside the cremation chamber. The body is totally consumed (incinerated) by open flames and intense heat. The temperature will generally range between 1400 to 2200 degrees Fahrenheit. The soft tissues of the body are vaporized during the cremation. The contents within the chamber may be repositioned to facilitate incineration. The skeletal framework will be reduced to bone fragments and particles (not ashes). These fragments and particles are called cremated remains. The process of cremation may take from three (3) to five (5) hours. 

The cremated remains are collected from the cremation chamber by using specialized equipment. Among these are a rake, brushes, receiving pan and high temperature vacuum. This equipment is solely used for the collection of cremated remains. The remains are cleaned of any metal or other foreign matter. The bone particles of cremated remains removed vary in size and need to be processed. This is done by pulverization and/or crushing in a specialized machine used only for this purpose, to render them to a size suitable for placement into an urn or temporary container. 

It is further understood that only one (1) deceased body will be cremated at a time. 100% of recoverable cremated remains will be returned, however it is beyond anyone's capability to conserve or to collect every particle of cremated remains and dust, from said remains and that inadvertent and unintentional commingling of cremated remains may occur.  The cremation chamber is composed of ceramic tile which disintegrates slightly during each cremation and the bi-product of this disintegration is commingled with the cremated remains of the deceased.

 All prostheses (hip joints, surgical pins, etc.) will be discarded after the cremation process is completed. (Gold inlays, fillings, rings and other jewelry will lose their identity and will also be discarded.) 

If an urn is not large enough to hold all the cremated remains, Major Family Funeral Home will provide a temporary container and notify the family.

I the Authorized Agent acknowledge that I have read this form completely and understand it.

I instruct Major Family Funeral Home and Smith-Lund-Mills Funeral Crematorium or Sunset Hills Crematorium   to follow through with the cremation process.
