0
ponto de vista do menino de rua é muito agugado, pois ele percebe
tude que lhe possa ser Gtil ou perigoso. Ele nio gosta de ideias
abstratas. Seu ponto de vista é o contrario do do intelectual: ele
néc vé o conjunto nem tira conclusées histéricas - s detalhes
interessam. O conceito de tempo para ele ¢é diferente do nosso. Nio
ha segunda-feira, colégio, happy hour. Os momentos nio se somam, nio

armazenam memdrias. SO coisas “importantes”: “Estd na hora de o
portugués da lanchonete despejar o lixo...” ou “Estdo dormindo no
meu caixote...”

Se pudéssemos tragar uma linha reta de cada olhar do
menino-mendigo, teriamos bilhdes de linhas para o lado, para baixo,
para cima, para dentro, para fora, teriamos um grande painel de
imagens. E todas ao rés do chd3o: uma latinha, um riozinho na
sarjeta, um palitinho de sorvete, um passarinho na 4rvore, uma pipa,
um urubu circulande no céu. Ele é um espectador em 360 graus. O
menino de rua €& em Cinemascope. O mundc é todo seu, o filme é todo
seu, 8O que ndo da para entrar na tela. Ou seja, ele assiste a um
filme “dentro” da agdo. 86 que ndo consta do elenco, ele & um
penetra, € uma espécie de turista marginal. Visto de fora, seria
melhor apaga-lo. As vezes apagam.

Se ndo sentir fome ou dor, ele curte. Acha natural sair do
uterc da mide e logo estar junto aocs canos de descarga pedindo
dinheiro. Ele se acha normal; nés & que ficamos ancrmais com a sua
presenga.

Antigamente ndo o viamcs, mas ele sempre nos viu. Depois que
comecou o medo da viecléncia, ele ficou mais visivel. Ninguém fica
insensivel a ele.

Vejo que o menino se aproxima de um grupo de mulheres com
sacolas de lojas. Ele avanga lentamente dando passos largos e
batendo com uma wvarinha no chio. Abre-se um vazio de luz por onde
ele passa, entre as mulheres - mides e filhas. E uma maneira de
pertencer, de existir naquela familia ali, mesmo que “de fora”, como
uma curiosidade. Assim, ele entra na familia, um anti-irmiozinho que
chega. As mdes ndc tém como explicar acs filhos quem ele &, “por
que” eles ndo sdc como “ele” (andlise social) ou por que “ele” ndo é
como ndés {anadlise politica). Porém, normalmente mies e pais evitam
explicagdes, para ndo despertar uma curiosidade infantil que poderia
descer até as bases da sociedade - que os pais ndc conhecem, mas que
se lhes afigura comec algo sagrado, em que nic se deve mexer.

enlouquece as pessoas: (ém medo do gue atrai. Mais tarde ele wvai
crescer... B ai? ‘

O menino de rua tem mais coragem que seus lamentadores: ele nio
se acha simbolo de nada, nem prendncio, nem ameaca. Estd em casa,
ali, na rua. Olhamos o pobrezinho parado no sinal fazendo um
tristissimo malabarismo com trés bolinhas e sgentimos culpa, pena,
indignacdo. FEntdo, ou damos uma esmola que nos absolva ou pensamos
que um dia poderad nos assaltar.

Ele nos obriga ao rarissimo sentimento da solidariedade, que
vai contra todos os habitos de nossa vida egoista de hoje. E nao
podemos reclamar dele. £ tdoc pequeno... 0 mendigo velho, tudo bemn,
“"Bebeu, wvai ver a culpa ¢ dele, ndo soube se organizar, &
vagabundo”. Tudo bem. Mas o mendigo-menino ndc nos desculpa, porque
ele nao tem piedade de si mesmo.

Todas as nossas melhores recordacdes costumam ser da infancia.
Saudades da aurora da vida. O menino de rua estraga nossas memdrias.
Ele estraga a aurcra de nossas vidas. Por isso, tentamos ignora-lo
cu o exterminamos. Antes, todos fingiam que ele n3o existia. Depois
das campanhas da fome, surgiram olhares novos. Ja sabemos que ele &
um absurdo dentro da sociedade e que de alguma forma a culpa é
nossa.

Ele tem ao menos uma utilidade: estragando nossa paisagem
presente, pode melhorar ncsso futuro. 0O menino de rua denuncia o
ridiculo do pensamento “genérico-critico” - mostra-nos gue uma
critica a injustiga tem de apontar solucdes positivas.
