There is a subsidy, regulated by the Federal Government, that applies to motorhomes and
vehicles towing caravans, being the Bass Strait Passenger Vehicle Equalisation Scheme
(BSPVES). The current rebate provided to motorhomes and passenger vehicles towing a
caravan is $420 each way.

The Tasmanian Government is determined to do all it can to reduce the average cost of fares
across Bass Strait on Spirit of Tasmania vessels and our aim is to reduce fares by up to
20 per cent over our term of government.
