Swift Ecotherm Electrical Wiring.
Not a sparky so bare with me:

With the wiring layout | on my van | decided that as wiring for the water pump and lighting is located in
the bedside cabinet | picked up the power there. Red and Black here are 12volts Pos and Neg
respectively you should check this with a multi meter before proceeding and remove the fuse for this
circuit to avoid damage from shorts and arcing when disconnecting.

The wiring diagram for the thermostat is generic and doesn't address the a simple needs for a 12 volt
application in a van.

There are three terminals with screws and a few more without.. bit confusing however the only ones
required are the two outer ones that switch the power on or off depending on room and set
temperature. Turning the switch fully anti-clockwise appears to turn it off completely. (Haven't tested
with sub-zero temps and don't intend to)



A simple below sketch shows how | set up mine using the power terminal block for the interior lights.

| also fitted an in-line 10amp fuse at the power outlet to the thermostat and the pump has two utilex
connectors fitted to allow easy unplugging of the heater under the bed if required for servicing.
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Shown below is the finished wiring with fuse fitted and below the thermostat about 1.5 metres above

floor level and within view of the bed.




The unit tested fine however it is advisable to double check all fittings with hot water to make sure
tubing is seated properly in the John Guest fittings and that there are no leaks.

| set mine on 20 C and put the thermometer on the table water heater was hot (on 240v) when | started
the Ecotherm and the room heated up to about 17 C inside after about 30 minutes, outside was 13C.

At leg level sitting at the table it was quite a bit warmer, we have a pop-top which probably explains why
it was actually cooler at roof height because of the vents in the pop-top walls.

All'in all it appears to be what | expected, not the power heating of the diesel heater but a simple
solution to warming the van on chilly nights while sitting by the fire, we use quilts and blankets in bed
but it's nice to be able sit inside without five jumpers on.
