AWARNING: when you squeeze the trigger, you must expect 1lie gun te (ire, and you must take Iull re-
sponsibllity for firleg it. Your cere can avoid accldental discharge, and you wlll (hereby avoid accldental
InJury and death.

/\WARNING: THIS FIREARM MAY DISCHARGE ACCIDENTALLY YWHEN A ROUND IS FED INTO
THE CHAMBER, IF IT IS DROPPLED OR RECEIVES A BLOW TQ THE MUZZLE, FRONT, OR
REAR OF THE GUN. This can occur regardless of any of the various safety devices, Therefore, extra care
and adherance to these instructions is mandatory for minimizing the risk of accidents,

15.  Always conlirm that ammunition Is clean and undamaged before uslng. Forcing damaged ammuni-

lion into the chamber could damage your rifle and result in injury, death, or damage to propery,
A SHOOTING CAUTIONS

16. Never drink alcohofle beverages or take drugs before or durlng shooting, as your vision and judge-
ment could be seriously impaired.

17.  Always seck a doctor's advice IT you arc taking medication, 10 be sure you are fit Lo shoot and handle
your firearm safely.

18. Always wear and encourage others to wear ear profectlon when shooting, especially on a range.
Without ear pratecticn, the noise fram your firearm and other guns around you could leave a “ringing" in
the cars for some lime after firing. The cumulative long-term cflect could be permanent hearing loss.

19, Always wear and encourage elliers 1o wear protective shooting glasses. Fiying panticles could dam-
age the cycs and cause blindness,

20.  Always keep the safely sel to "Safe™ when the lirearm is loaded and cocked, until you are aiming ata
target and are ready to fire, This will minimize the risk of an accidental discharge.

21.  Always keep yourself and others clear of the ejection port. Cariridges can be cjected with enough
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force 10 cause injury, and (he gjection port must be unobstructed by your hand (o ensure safe ¢jection of
live rounds.
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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Never squeeze the trigger ot put your fioger In the trigger guard until you are aiming at a target
aed ready (o shoot. This will help prevent the firearm from firing when pointed in an unsafe direction.
Always be absolutely sure of your target and the arca behind it before ¥ou sgueeze the trigger, A
bullet could rmavel through or past your target up to three miles, I in doubt, do not shoot,

Never attempt to fire if waler Is tn the barrel. Water can accumulate il your firearm is exposed 1o
heavy min or fog, Open the bolt and allow water to drain before [iring, and clean as soon as possible.
Never shoot at a hard surface such as rock, or ara lignid surface suel as water. A bullet may rico-
chel and iravel in any direction 1o sirike you or an object, causing injury, death, or damage to property.
Never discharge a firearm near Nammable material. Flame and sparks erupt from the firearm when
discharged; they could starn a fire or cause Mammable liquids and gases to explode,

Never fire your firarm mear an anlmal unless it is trained to aceept the neise. An animal's startled
reacliou could cause an accident.

Never Indulge in "horseplay™while halding vour firearm,

Never walk, climb or (ollow a companien with your firearm cocked and ready to fire (in battery), 1o
climinate risk of accidental discharge. When hunting, hold your firearm so thal you can alwavs control
the direction of the muzzle, and keep the safely lever set 1o “safe™.

A MALFUNCTION CAUTIONS

A Fallure To Flre: Always hold the ficearm, keeplag it pointed towards the targer or a sale, open
area, and wait 30 seconds. I a hang(ire (slow ignition) has occured, the round should fire within 30
seconds, Tfthe round does not fire, open the bolt, ¢ject the round, and exarnine the primer; if the firing
pin indent on (he primer is light, off-center, or non-existant, have the fireanm examined by a comipetent
gunsmith before firing again. If the indent appears nommal, assume faulty amnnition; sepregate the
misfired round from other live ammunition and emply cases, reload the firearm. and continue firing.



SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Note 1: Dispose of misfired rounds in accordance with the ammunition mantfacturer s instrucrions.

31, Never use your firearm if it falls to function properly, and never force a jammed actlon, as 2 round
may explode and cause serious injury, possible death, or severe damage to your firearm.

/\ CLEANING AND STORAGE CAUTIONS
32, Always make sure your (lrearm is noi londed before cleaning and storing LI, so that it cannot be fired

when it is unsafe to do so0,

33, Always keep and store your firearm and ammunition in seperate locked receptacles, out ol reach
and sight of chlldren and untralned people, to minimize the risk of the firearm and ammunition being
casily accessible for loading and firing.

34, Never abuse your [lrearm by using for any purpose other than shooting,
35, Never dry-fire your firearm when the receiver is open, as the level of safery could be reduced,
16, Never alter parts, as the level of safety could be reduced.

“press”, when trigger movement is deseribed, This choice is simply to remind you of the need fora
genile squeczing action to achieve accuracy.



SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

AMMUNITION SELECTION

Colr firearms are designed 10 function with a variety of brands and types offactory-manufaciured ammunition in
the appropriate caliber; however, not all ammunition produces the same results, Coll recommends that aflier you read
and understand this manual, go to the firing range and fire various brands of ammunition that are appropriate for the
caliber of your firearm. Once you find the brand of ammunition that provides you with good aceuracy and function,

continue using that brand,

ACAUTION: Always confirm that the ammunition Is elean and undamaged belere closlog the bolt. Fore-
ing damaged ammunition inta the chamber could damage your rifle and result in injury, death, or damage 10

PrOpErTy.
Use only ammunition reconunended as suitable for your firearm. Examine the ammunilion, panticularly en and

around the primer. Look for dents, scratches, and other signs of damage. Do not load domaged ammunition.

ACAUTION: To minlmize the risk of uninientional damage, Yoad live ammunidon jute your firearm only
when you are about to shoot.

CAUTION: Never leave your fircarm cocked, loaded, nnd ready to lire without the safety belng set to
#gafe”. This is the "fire” condition and could be exiremely dangerous; the firearm could be accidentally dis-
charged, causing injury, death, or damage to property.



GENERAL SAFETY RULES

Know your firearnt, Be sure lo read the entire manual, including the instructions on how 1o use the firearm
safely and comrectly.

Always (reat your firearm as if it were loaded. Be sure that the safety lever is in the “Safe” or "Safe and
Lack Bolt” positien until you are ready 1o fire. Do not make any adjustmenis. Never make any changes Lo any
parts of the gun.

Maintain vour firearm properly by keeplng the barrel clean and free [rom obstructlens. Clean and in-
spect all pans of the fircarm periodically, to make sure ils mechanisms funclion properly.

Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe dircclion. Mever point a firearm at anyone.

Use only the cartrldge inscribed on ihe borrel.

Handloads can be dangerous. Colt will not be responsible for accidents or damage caused by handloads.
Unlaad your firearm when not in use. Never store a loaded firearm in any building or vehicle.

Never leave your firearm accessible to children, or to people that have not been properly trained to
safely handle a firearm.

A determina-
tion wil! be made, taking into considerntion such things as the age and condition of the firearm and the circumstances
surrounding its malfunction or other problem.

WARRANTY STATEMENT

Based on the Magnum-Moss Warranty Act, Colt offers no express warranty on its preduct line. However, Colt recog-
nizes its obligations conceming implicd warranty. Colt also stands behind its products, as it has historically, and will
continue to provide services 1o its product line as it has over the years, Colt products will be serviced for a period of
one year [rom the date of retail purchase, for defects in materials or workmanship, at no clhiarge 1o the purchaser. BE

Colt will nor be responsible for defeets resulting from ordinary wear and tear, alierations by unauthorized persons,
accidents, misuse, use of incorrect or other than factory-loaded ammunition, or failure 1o provide reasonable and nor-
mal maintenance, This agreement will not apply to those parts of your Colt which have been "mncd or gunsmithed”
for performance other than the custom tuniug provided by a Colt custom gun shop, Should any Calt fircarm require
service or repair under this service policy, it must be delivered wmnsportation prepaid to Coll Rifles Inc.

This agreement is not ransferrable, and its benefits apply only to the original purchaser,
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The bolt assembly of your new Colt Light Rifle is packed separately in the shipping container. To install the boly, first
move the safety lever lo its forward pesition, then fit the lugs on the forward end of the bolt into the back end of the re-
ceiver, and slide the bolt forward. The bolt handle can now be pushed forward and dawn ta its closed position.

SAFETY OPERATION:

The safery lever can be operated when the bolt is in its ¢losed position, or when the boltis removed. The forward safety

lever position is the Fire position. The middle position is the Safe and Bok Lock position, his will prevent the rifle from

firing and also prevent the bolt from being moved. The rearward position is the Safe position; heldig the safety Jever in

the Safe position will allow the bolt 1 be moved for unloading, while still preventing the rifle from firing, Releasing the
. safety lever from the Safe position will allow it w move an its own to the Safe and Bolt Lack pasition.

LOADING THE RIFLE:

Cantion: The safety lever must NOT be placed in the Fire position during loading and unleading,
Caution: Do ot use ammunition that is damaged or of the incorreer caliber.

- While holding the safety lever in its Safe position, raise the belt handle.

- Release the safety lever and slide the bolt rearward, exposing the magazine follower,

= Visually check the arnmunition for any scratches or dents, espeefally near the primer. Check the caliber marked en
the back of the casing, 1o be certain it marches the caliber of your gun,

" Load the magazine by placing one cartridge at a time into the magazine, with the buller forward, Press down ou the
cariridge until it is held by the feed lips. Place the next cariridpe 1o be loaded on top of the previous cartridge, and
repeat until the desired number of cartridges is loaded.

- Push the bolt handle fully forward and down to its closed position. This will load the top cartridge into the cham-
ber and allew e safety lever 1o move on ils own inte its Safe and Bolt Lock position.

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UNLOADING THE FIREARM

Cantion:  The safety lever must NOT be placed in the Fire position during loading and wnloading.

- Always point the firearm in a safe direction.

. While holding the safety leverin its Safe position, raise the bolt handle.

* Release the safety lever and slowly slide the bolt rearward. The remaining cantidge will be ¢jecied from the rifie.
- Close the bolt by pushing the belt foward and down,

- Repeat the same procedure to remove all ammunition,

- Take care during this process Lo not allow any ammunition to hit the ground.

A WARNING:

This firearm, as with any ficearm, may discharge accidentally if it is dropped or il receives a blow 1o the muzzle,
front, orrear of the gun while a round is in the chamber. This may occur regardless of the position of the safety
lever. Therefore, the user's extra care and strict adherence to these instructions is mandatory for minimizing the
risk of accidents.
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CLEANING YOUR FIREARM

WHEN TQ CLEAY

Make sure that the magazine and chamber of the firearnm are empty. Before firing, check that the barrel and chamber
are dry and free of any absiructions. Adfter firing, clean your [irearm as soon as possible. This will reduce the chances
of corrosion. Check your pun after a few days 1o confimm that no further cleaning is necessary. For optimum perfor-
mance, Coit recommends a thorough ¢leaning after each hunting wip or trip 1o the shooting range.

CLEANING THE BARREL ASSEMBLY

. While holding the safety lever in its Safe position, raise the bolt handle. Release the safety lever and slide the bolt
reanward, Depress the bolt stop and remove the bolt asembly from the rear of the receiver.

= Swabwitha patwch weued with Hoppes #9 or another sunlable bore ¢leaner,

- With a cleaning brush, remove any carbon residue.

- With a cleaning rad designed for the caliber of your rifle, run a bristle brush wetted with Hoppes #9 or another
suitable bore cleaner through the barrel assembly.

- Alfter brushing, swab the barrel assembly with a patch wetted with Hoppes #9 or another suitable bore cleaner.

- Follow with a dry patch, to remove any remaining carbon. If the barrel assembly was cleaned correctly, the dry
patch afier swabbing should be relatively clean with little carbon showing.

- To remove any copper fouling, place on the cleaning rod a paich wetted with one of the following: Shooter's
Choice, Hoppes Benchrest, Sweets 7.62, or Bamnes CR-10. Swab the barrel assembly, replace the dinty patch
and continue unltil the patches 1o longer show a blue-green stain, Foilow up with a dry patch swabbed through
the barrel assembily,

i Finally, swab the barrel assembly with a patcl wetted with Hoppes Nitro Solvent, followed by a dry pateh,

BARREL BREAK-IN
Breaking in a barrel is an essential part of accuracy for any rifle. For optimum aceuracy, Colt recommiends
thoroughiy cleaning your barrel every five rounds for the first 50 rounds using the cleaning instructions in the
previous section.

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USING AUTHORIZED PARTS

1f you or anyane else makes unauthorized altcrations of uses unauthorized pans with your firearm, Colt will not as-
sume Tesponsibility for ils function. Your firearm is manufaciured to perform properly with the original pans as de-
signed. It is your duty to make sure thal any parts you buy are installed correctiy by Colt Rifies Inc., and that neither
replacements nor originals are altered or changed. This is why we recommend sending your Coll firearm to Coll
Rifles Ine. for service.

Your gun is 2 complex taol with many pars that must relate cerrectly to the other parts. Putting a gun together wrong
or with modificd parts ¢an result in a damaged gun, danger, and injury or death (o you and others through malfunc-
tion, Double-check any work you think was not performed by Colt Rifles Inc; feel [ree 1o call our customer service
department for additional help and information. We at Colt think (his is a small price to pay for your safery.



HOW TO OBTAIN SERVICE

You may oblain service for your Colt firearm at any time it is necessary. Make sure that your firearm is not loaded,
then ship it to Coll Rifles Tnc, Address is provided below.

For spare parts, seek advice rom the dealer, they should have up-to-date information on how (o best obrain genuine
Colt parts. An illustration and a list of part names are included in this manual, to help you identify the part you need.

Various federal and state Jaws and tocal ordinances govern the transier and transpertation of fireatms, so take the
advice of the dealer in your area on how to properly send or transpon your firearm 1o Colt Rifles Ine.

Before shipping your firearm, please [ollow these imporiant painters:

Make sure the magazine and chamber of the firearm are empry.

Write a letter explaining the problem and your requircments, in as much detail as possible. Include the maodel
name, serial number, and your return address and telephone number, then enclose the letter with the fircarm in a
well-padded package.

Do not ship preseniation boxes, accessories (such as scopes, slings, etc.}, or explosive components,

Do not indicate on the outside of the box ils contents, and do not put Colt's name on the address, so that an
inquisitive thiel will not be auracted to your package.

Always insure the package and ils contents for the full value against loss, damage, or theit.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

ACCURACY PROBLEM

From: time to time, a rifle thal once shot very well will begin Lo shoot poorly for no apparent feason. If this happens 10
you, there arc some things you can do to determine what the cause of your accuracy problems are.

" Thoroughly clean your rifle as described in the “Cleaning Your Firearm” section of this manual. Each tme a
shot is fired, copper from the bullet is deposited on the inside of (he bare]. Over time, this accumualiion can
cause accuracy to decline and may also create a dangerous situation by inereasing pressure levels. By keeping
your barrel clean, you are extending the life of your barrel.

r Try shooting your rifie with a different scope. Scope manufacturers do an excellent job of making scopes, but
occasionatly one will break through use, 2buse, or neplect. If the second scope Lhat you try vields no better
accuracy, return the rifle to us immediately for our insprction. However, il using the sccond scope produces
accuracy that you have come to expeel, your accuracy problems are the result of a damaged scope, Colt recom-
tnends thal you relumn the scope ta the manufacturer for repair, since all scope manufacturers have excellent
repair policies.
