The Questions: How do I represent myself?  How do I want to represent myself?
Step One
· Academic Essay: Begin by writing a two page descriptive/analytical essay about your identity: who are you?  How do you see yourself?  How do you wish to be represented?  Remember, this was JR’s defining question in the video.
Submit your narrative to Brightspace by XXX
Step Two
· Claude Translation: Cut and paste your narrative into Claude.  Ask Claude to help convert your narrative into other genres.  Use the following genres when writing your prompt for Claude:
· Poem: Transform academic observations into lyrical language
· Narrative: Transform description into action-oriented narrative
· Interview Script: Convert key insights into identity into questions you may want to be asked about yourself
· List: Compose main ideas of your essay in the form of a list, items in a series organized around the theme of your essay
· Manifesto: Convert analysis into declarative principles on living
Claude's Role: Review all work and revise accordingly.  Don’t let Claude write for you; instead, revise to fine-tune your meaning and identity and use Claude to understand how the same message changes across genres. 
Step Three
Compose a short analysis (1-2 pages) of your writing and use of genre once the portfolio is completed: Consider the following questions: What changes in your writing/your identity as a writer as you use multiple genres?  When Claude helped me turn my essay into a poem, what got lost? What got amplified when Claude revised my work into a narrative? How probing are the questions?  How powerful is your manifesto?  Overall, document what you learned about genre and the making of meaning?
