Over the past few months, there has been different circumstances in which students from colleges around the nation have been affected by the recent actions of President Donald Trump. Students across various colleges live in fear day-to-day due to the possibility of getting detained by ICE officials. International students and even U.S citizen students are worried that one day, ICE will arrive to their colleges and begin calling students for a questionnaire.      
     Eventually, these questionnaires lead to detainment and put students at risk of deportation. Another action that has been affecting international students is visa revocations. In the past three months, there has been over 1,500 students across the country who’ve had their visa revoked for unknown circumstances. 
    Although there is no exact reason for these visa revocations. Students have been gathering to protest against these actions. In recent weeks, we have encountered other international students who have been detained by ICE for taking part of Pro-Palestine protests.. Students believe that they are getting persecuted for speaking out on the current world issues.
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    There is extreme fear in these students nowadays and they truly believe that their freedom of speech right is being violated.  Currently, a Columbia University student, Mohsen Mahdawi was recently arrested in Vermont after having an appointment with immigration for his U.S citizenship. Mohsen was scheduled a U.S. naturalization interview with customs and he was arrested at his interview place. He remained detained by ICE officials and there was no news about him. That was until a couple of days ago. He was released by ICE but with no news on whether he will stay on the country or eventually he will get deported. It is still unknown but, it’s one of the many stories which scare international students across the country. 
     There has been a numerous count of students who have also been arrested by ICE and body knows what their status is. It has become a true mess on what’s current going on. It is unfair to the international students who come to this country legally to have a better education. Every student should be allowed to have a good education without having to fear that one day they will be deported back to their countries.
