Project:
Choose any three works we have discussed in class, each from a different week, and come up with your own class topic or theme for the set.

You must include:
· Thematic title of the class
· A 250-word description of the class session including the questions, ideas, and themes that the class addresses
· An image of each artwork with the name of the artist (or culture if artist is unknown), title, date, and medium
· 150 words for each artwork, describing how it relates to the theme. Each description should also include a visual and historical/cultural assessment of the object, demonstrating a contextual understanding about it
· 30 words describing an in-class writing, drawing, or discussion activity you would pair with one or more of your artworks to deepen student learning. Be sure to include in your description how this activity will deepen the learning. It can be an individual or group-based activity
· If you use any outside resources, they mused be properly cited using Chicago Manual or MLA-style citations
· Chat-GPT or use of AI is not allowed, including for research and writing, and will face serious loss of points up to an F on the final

Your final must be a neat, properly formatted document, uploaded to Brightspace. It can be a Word Document or a PowerPoint, but must include all of the required elements and text. Make sure you hit the word counts, even if you are doing slides.

I will be grading on everything, including grammar, formatting, and quality of content and ideas, so proofread your work before submitting it.
