How to Write a Lab Report 
Below are the guidelines to follow when preparing your lab report. Please adhere to this format strictly, as points will be deducted for deviations.
1. Title
Your title should describe the objective/goal of the lab experiment. It should be concise, ideally one sentence and strictly no more than two sentences. Usually it is something like verifying or proving a theory or an idea in physics.
2. Theory
In the theory section, briefly write the formulae that are used in your calculations and data etc. If necessary, write (max two sentences) any key non-trivial ideas used.   
3. Data and Calculations
Present the data you recorded during the experiment and show any calculations based on the data. Provide only one example of each TYPE of calculation. Do not be repetitive; it is sufficient to demonstrate your understanding by showing one detailed calculation for each type of analysis.
For instance, if you're calculating resistance using Ohm's Law, show one sample calculation: 'Using V = IR, for V = 3.0V and I = 0.1A, R = V/I = 3.0/0.1 = 30 ohms.' Then directly write the results for the rest of the data  points without repeating this calculation for each of them.
4. Conclusion/Outcome
In the conclusion, state whether you were able to achieve the objective of the lab experiment. If you successfully proved or verified the theory, state that explicitly. 
If there were discrepancies, suggest sources of error concretely. Do NOT write 'human error' – there is no such thing in science; be very specific about possible experimental limitations or other sources of error. If nothing comes up upon thinking, google it and explain in your own words. Max 5 sentences.
5. Important Notes
1. Your reports must be handwritten. You may use an iPad with an Apple Pencil, but no typed reports will be accepted.
2. Attach the original data sheet with your report, signed by the instructor, as proof of data validity. Without signature, the data, and thus the lab report is invalid.
3. Submit your report as a single PDF file. Submitting multiple images or separate files will result in point deductions.
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
