On June 14,2013, the Consumer Financial Protection Bureau (CFPB) filed a Notice of Charges 
Seeking Rescission, Restitution, Civil Money Penalties, and Other Legal and Equitable Relief (Notice of 
Charges) alleging that 3D Resorts-Bluegrass, LLC (3D Resorts-Bluegrass), violated various provisions of 
the Interstate Land Sales Full Disclosure Act, 15 U.S.C. §§ 1701-1720. The Notice of Charges was 
served on Thomas M. Duddy, Chapter 11 Trustee of 3D Resorts-Bluegrass's bankruptcy estate (Trustee), 
on June 18, 2013 .1 The Notice of Charges was also served on William Palmer (Palmer), attorney for 3D 
Resorts-Bluegrass on June 17, 2013. The Trustee and Palmer filed Answers to the Notice of Charges on 
July 1, 2013. 

At a scheduling conference on July 2, 2013, Palmer agreed that the Trustee is the sole 
representative of the bankruptcy estate. See 11 U.S.C. § 323. Palmer will continue to participate to 
ensure the debtor has direct knowledge of events. The parties agreed to the following procedural 
schedule:
