V.  Old and Unfinished Business 
A. Registration and Dues ($1,500 per team) must be submitted by Feb. 15, 2019 – Contact Eric about dues.
B. All players must register on the AGLA website, must complete the AGLA registration and must sign the code of conduct form. – List provided of who has registered. 
C. All Rosters need to be submitted by Feb. 15th to be verified. Idea: bring computer and register your team. Send Kelly spreadsheet. 
D. All coaches must have current US Lacrosse Membership and must register on AGLA website. 
E. All coaches must have green light background screening complete and turned in by first game. – Takes 10 days. 

VI. New Business (Rules and Regulations)
A. Player Rosters – Rules and Regulations 1. F & G and Rule 8. – Read aloud. You can add a player to your roster any time of the season, provided they pay your dues. Register otherwise it’s a forfeit. Someone quits, remove them from roster. Rule 8: Any club can field a second team, but you can’t double roster a player.
B. JV Players playing up (Executive Committee Ruling) – Roster flex players and let opposing team let know which jv players are playing up. JV games about learning. Lower level player. Point of the FLEX program is to fill a JV roster spot. Fewer players? Play 10. Bring extra uniforms. Be flexible as possible on JV.

Per Arizona State Statute 501C3 AGAL Bylaws: Notwithstanding any provision in the declaration, bylaws or other documents to the contrary, all meetings of the members' association and the board of directors, and any regularly scheduled committee meetings, are open to all members of the association or any person designated by a member in writing as the member's representative and all members or designated representatives so desiring shall be permitted to attend and speak at an appropriate time during the deliberations and proceedings.
