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We strive to make the tryout process as fair and reliable as possible.  Coaches will adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Coaches should not speak with parents at any time during the tryout process.  Coaches should avoid speaking with the players during the tryout process.  

2. Coaches must keep their tryout notes with them at all times.  Do not leave any of your information in the gym or unattended.

3. Unless otherwise determined by the EBA Executive Board, teams will have no fewer than eight players and no more than ten players.  Nine players are preferred on the “A” team for each age group.  Players not selected for a travel team will be placed in the EBA House/Rec League.  The number of teams and team size may fluctuate depending total number of players trying out.  The EBA will provide you with further direction on the breakdown during evaluations.  

4. See the EBA Traveling Team Player Evaluation Guidelines, Section VI. Team Formation for information on the player selection process.

5. The EBA has allotted time during tryouts in case coaches would like to confer with the evaluators during the tryout sessions.  The coaches can: (1) discuss players with evaluators; (2) request specific match-ups, including 3 on 3; and (3) discuss evaluator player evaluations.  The coaches must undertake these discussions in a respectful and professional manner.  The coaches may also briefly confer with evaluators after the tryout sessions.

6. Coaches must accept that the evaluators may not accept coach input as to the evaluation of the players.  The coaches also understand that the evaluators have the final say.  

7. The EBA will provide the coaches with evaluation forms, however, coaches may bring their own.

8. Coaches must keep all player tryout evaluations, discussions, and rankings confidential.  Under no circumstances should these be shared with their teams or others outside of the tryout process.
