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CSH DIAMOND CLUB SCHOLARSHIP

The CSH Diamond Club’s purpose is to promote parent involvement and financial support for
the school baseball teams. Parents and Coaches work jointly to promote success for the
students and the baseball program.

The goal of the Diamond Club is to improve the quality of the baseball program by means of
fund raising, increasing community interest and support, and sponsoring team building
activities.

The Diamond Club provides a channel of communication between school administration, the
coaching staff, parents, and players of Chatfield Senior High School.

The members of the Diamond Club are proud of our players and their accomplishments and
would like to recognize this by providing one $1,000.00 scholarship to a graduating senior
from the baseball program for the 2017-2018 school year.

About the award:

The Diamond Club will award one (1) $1,000.00 Scholarship for the 2017-2018 school
year. The award is offered for institution costs and fees for full-time post-secondary
educational programs.

The Diamond Club will award a check for the scholarship amount made co/payable to
the institution & recipient. The recipient must provide the Diamond Club with a copy of
their college enrollment registration along with the address of the school’s financial
office. The scholarship must be used within one year of High School graduation.

Who is eligible?

You are eligible to apply if you are a senior graduating in the class of 2017 and plan to
enroll in a full time undergraduate course of study at an accredited two or four year
college, university, or vocational technical school.

You must be an active member of the Charger Baseball program during the 2017-
2018 school year.

You must have a cumulative high school GPA of 2.5 or higher.

Criteria for scholarship selection:



Selection of the scholarship will be by a panel appointed by the Diamond Club. The
panel will use a cumulative scoring system with 100 possible points from the following
criteria:

20 POINTS Participation in Chatfield Baseball Program
Number of years playing spring baseball at Chatfield, 5 pts for each year participated.
Additional 5 bonus points for each CSH baseball letter received.

30 POINTS Cumulative Weighted Grade Point Average
4.0 — 3.5 =30 points

3.49 — 3.0 = 20 points
2.99 — 2.5 =10 points

20 POINTS Citizenship during High School years

Attendance, citizenship rules followed for school, awards received, volunteer work
performed in the community, outside of school involvement in community (i.e., job,
clubs, church etc.).

30 POINTS Written Essay by the applicant

Essay will be evaluated by the Diamond Club Scholarship Committee. All Scholarship
Committee decisions are final.

Application process:

Completed application and all attachments must be submitted to the selection panel
no later than Friday, April 27th at 3:00pm. Application packets must be
delivered to the Chatfield High Athletic Secretary, Cathy Lenz. Please mark your

envelope with, ATTN: CSH Diamond Club Scholarship Application. The selection of
recipient will be announced at the baseball banquet.

The
application can be hand written.

All of the following must be included in your application packet:

Completed application signed by applicant and parent/guardian.

GPA and School club/activity participation form signed by your school counselor.

Outside School Activities Form signed by applicant and parent/guardian. Include jobs,



clubs, church, volunteer community service work performed, and all awards received.
Copies of awards, letters etc. can be included.

Written essay. In applicant’s own words write a 500 word essay to include all of the
following:

What has playing baseball at Chatfield Senior High School meant to you?

How do you think baseball has helped prepare you for the future?
Explain why you think you are the best candidate for this scholarship.

The completed application and attachments must be submitted to the Chatfield
Athletic Secretary, Cathy Lenz, marked ATTN: Diamond Club Scholarship Application
no later than Friday, April 27" at 3:00pm. No late applications will be accepted.

Selection of recipient will be announced at the baseball banquet.
