· Go to the initial page of OARE (http://www.oaresciences.org/ )
· Click on the LOGIN button to access the full-text journals
· This will take you to the OARE login page. 

· When the login page opens, enter your institutional OARE User Name and Password into the login boxes and then click on the Login button to access the OARE site.  .  This will take you to the OARE Content page.

· Logging in to OARE will provide authentication to the publishers so that you can access full text articles and other resources via the project’s website. If you do not register using your institution’s User Name and password, you will not have access to the full text articles but only the citations.

Exercise 2
Accessing Journals by Title 

· From the OARE Content page, go to the Journals collection A-Z list.
· Find the International Journal of Energy and Environmental Engineering by clicking on I and then using the page tabs (1,2,3,4… ) to locate the proper page.
· Select it from the list by clicking on the title.

· The journal International Journal of Energy and Environmental Engineering will open on the publisher’s website.  Note that this is an Open Access journal.
· What is the date, volume and issue number of the latest issue?

· Select an article from the latest issue available to you and open the full text.

· What are the title and author of the full-text article you viewed?

· Why you were interested in this article and could colleagues at your institution use the information? 

· When you have finished, return to the OARE Content page.
Exercise 3
Accessing Journals by Title 

· From the OARE Content page, go to the Journals collection A-Z list.
· Find a journal of interest to you by clicking on the appropriate letter of the alphabet
· Select it from the list by clicking on the title.

· The chosen journal will open on the publisher’s website.

· What is the title, date and volume and issue number of the latest issue?

· Select an article from the latest issue available to you and open the full text.

· What are the author, title and publisher of the full-text article you viewed?

· Why were you interested in this article and could colleagues at your institution use the information? 

· When you have finished, return to the OARE Content page

· From the OARE Content page, click on the Subject list from the page’s horizontal bar.

· Approximately how many journals are listed in this broad subject category

· Select the journal BMC Ecology from the list by following the hyperlinked title - by using the page tabs (1, 2, 3, 4... ) to locate the proper page.
· BMC Ecology will open on the publisher’s website.

· Select an article from the latest issue available to you and open the full text.

· Go back to the OARE Content page.

Exercise 7
Finding e-books in the OARE website
Note:  The major e-book publishers may not grant access to your institution.  If you do not see the title(s) in the Accessible content list, go to the next exercise.
· From the OARE Content page, click on the E listing of the Books collection A-Z list.  
· Find the link to the Ecological Geography of the Sea and open this E-book.  Note – you will have to scroll down the alphabetical list to locate this title.  
· From the contents list, open link to Chapter 4 - Physical Control of Ecological Processes.  Note that you can download the chapter as a PDF file. 
· Return to the Table of Contents and open another chapter.  Which chapter have you opened and what are the topics of interest to you?

· How could this electronic textbook be used in your institution?  
· Return to OARE Content page. Using the alphabetical listing of the Books collection list, browse some of the alphabetical listings and open the link to a specific e-book that is of interest to you.  What is the title of the book?  Were you able to open the book without significant problems?

· When you have finished, return to the OARE Content page.

Exercise 1

· From the OARE Content page, click on Search inside OARE full-text through database and article searching drop down menu.  Then click on Summon OARE Search (pilot).  
· In OARE/Summon, enter sustainable development AND energy independence in the search box and click on Search.  

· What is the number of search results?  

· From the Content Type (left column), how many are journal articles or conference proceedings or reports?  Which types of articles would be of interest to you?

· For one of the citations, display the Preview option which is the magnifying glass to the right of the title.  Is this abstract of use to you?

· In the Refine your search option (top left column), check the box for Limit to articles from scholarly publications including peer-review or ones of interest to you.

· What is the number of search results?  Is this smaller than the original search results number?  If smaller, is the number significantly lower?

· In the Content Type option, check the box to limit the search to Journal Article.  What is the number of the search results? 

· In the Publication Dates option (scroll down left column), limit the search by typing in a date, month and year (e.g. 1 Jan 2014) in the date boxes and click Update.  Remember that you must Clear the previous limits (Refine your search and Content Type) or these limits will remain in the new Publication Dates search.

· How many articles were in this Publication Dates limit?

· Remember that while some articles may be accessible directly from Summon, you will need to return to the OARE Content page and the Journal collection A-Z or Publisher lists – to see if the access to journals/articles has been granted by the publishers.  What is available will be noted in the Accessible Content list. 

Exercise 2

· Return the OARE Summon Search page. In the Search box, enter a search for sustainable development AND climate change and click on Search.  What is the Search Results number?  How many Journal articles and Books/E-books?  What are the two Subject Terms with the most citations?
· In the Search box, enter search for sustainable development AND global warming and Click on Search.  What is the Search Results number?  How many Journal articles and Books/E-books?  What are the two Subject Terms with the most citations?
· In the Search box, enter search for sustainable development AND global change and click on Search.  What is the Search Results number?  How any Journal articles and Books/E-books?  What are the two Subject Terms with the most citations?  
· Are there significant differences in the number of results of these searches?  Does the altering of the 2nd term in each search result in different types of material?  Which is the term you prefer and why?
· This exercise is a useful example of how subtle word changes can result is different search results.
Exercise 3
· Return the OARE Summon Search page. Enter a search of interest to you in the search box and click on Search.  

· What is the name of the search and number of search results?  How many Journal Article and Book/eBook citations are listed?

· In the Content Type option, check the box to limit the search to Journal Article and any other options you choose.  What is the number of the search results? 

· In the Publication Dates option (scroll down left column), limit the search by typing in a date, month and year (e.g. 1 Jan 2013) in the date boxes.  Remember that you must Clear the previous limits (Refine your search and Content Type) or these limits will remain in the Publication Dates search.

· How many articles were in this Publication Dates limit?

· Are there other ways you would like to limit this search?

· Remember that while some articles may be accessible directly from Summon, you will need to return to the OARE Content page and the Journal collection A-Z or Publisher lists – to see if the access to journals/articles has been granted by the publishers. What is available will be noted in the Accessible Content list.

Exercise 1


Using the SCOPUS Bibliographic Database – Keyword Search
· Open the Search inside OARE full-text through database and article searching list on the OARE Content page.  Once the list has opened, click on SCOPUS (Elsevier). 
· Remember you must have completed the Login or you will not be able to access the full-text articles
Note:  if your organization is a Group A with exclusions or a Group B institution, you may not have access to SCOPUS and would not be able to complete these three assignments.
· In the Document search boxes, enter environmental modeling of land use change in the Search for box.  For now, retain the default information in the other boxes (Article Title, Abstract, Keywords).  In the Limit To search boxes, also retain the default information (Published in All years to present, Document Type All and check boxes in all the Subject Areas)
· Click on the Search button.
· What is the number of Document Results for this search?  
· From the left column, which Year has the most publications and which Author name has published the most?  Note that you can use the search within results option and there also is an Advanced search alternative.
· Click on Show all abstracts next to the Documents results.
· Does Scopus have more or less citations that the same search in Environmental Index?  Remember, you will need to go to OARE to access many of the full-text articles - from the Journals collection A-Z list.
· Return to the Scopus search page.  You can use the web browser’s back button or open SCOPUS from the database and article searching list.
Exercise 2


Using the SCOPUS Bibliographic Database – Adding Limits
· From the SCOPUS search page, we will add other limits to the current environmental modeling of land use change search.  Make sure you have returned to the Search page.
· In the Limit To Year search boxes, Click on the radio buttons for 2015, 2014, 2013, 2012, 2011 and Limit to button.
· What is the number of Documents results with this additional limit?
· Return to the SCOPUS search page using the back button.
· In the Limit To search boxes, change the Document Type to Article or Review.  Click on the Limit to button. Note that the Limits are listed at the top of the page above the documents results information.  Most of these limits can be applied using the Refine Limits column on the left side of the results page.
· What is the number of Documents results with this additional limit? 
· Return to the SCOPUS search page using the back button.
· In the Limit To search boxes, delete the check boxes for health sciences and social sciences and humanities.  Click on the Search button.
· What is the number of Documents results with this additional limit? 
· Have these options made the Scopus search more precise?
· Remove all the restrictions in the Limit To boxes or they will be applied to any future search. Return to the Scopus search page.  You can use the web browser’s back button or open SCOPUS from the database and article searching list.
Exercise 3


Using the SCOPUS Bibliographic Database - Keyword Search and Adding Limits
· Open the initial search page by clicking on Edit in the current search results page – above the document results line. 
· In the document search box, enter a search of interest to you in the Search for box.  For now, reset the default information in the other boxes (Article Title, Abstract, Keywords in Search for box).  In the Limit To search boxes, also reset the default information (Published in All years to Present, Document Type All and check boxes in all the Subject Areas)
· Click on the Search button.
·  What is the name of the search?  What is the number of Document Results for this search?  
· Does the search have the type of material you are looking for?
· Return to the Scopus search page.  You can use the web browser’s back button.
· If you wish, change the defaults In the Limit To search boxes.
Note:  limits can be applied using the Refine Limits column on the left side of the results page.
· What is the number of Document Results for this revised search?  
· What Limit To search boxes did you change?  Remember that the Limits are listed at the top of the page above the documents results information.
· Remember to remove all the restrictions in the Limit To boxes.  Return to the SCOPUS search page.  You can use the web browser’s back button or open SCOPUS from the database and article searching list.
Exercise 4 

Using the SCOPUS Bibliographic Database – E-mailing and Exporting Search Results
· Open the search by clicking on Edit in the current search results page – above the document results line. 
Note: you must have an active MY SCOPUS account to do these additional features – see MY SCOPUS on the top right corner of the Search page
· In the document search box, enter species diversity AND water stress or a search of interest to you in the Search for box.  Click on the Search button.
· What is the number of Document Results for this search?  
· After the search results are displayed, click on (check) the check box for 5 or 6 articles.  
· Below the document results number, click on Export.  You now have the choice to Export, Print, E-mail or Create for Bibliography.  In the Output Type options section, check the bullet for E-mail.  
· In the TO box, enter your E-mail address (or the E-mail address of a colleague); select TEXT  in E-mail format bullets and Abstract format in Output drop down menu.  Click on Send.  .  In your email account, you will receive a message.
· Click on Back and return to the Output page.  Now click on the bullet for Export.  For this format, click on Text (Ascii format) from the Export Format drop down menu and, from the Output drop down menu, choose the Abstract format.  Click on Export.
A new Scopus export page will appear.  Using the instructions from your web browser, save this file to a hard or flash drive. 

Specific Instructions to save the document are:

· copy and paste the text into a Word document or Notepad
· Internet Explorer - select FILE then SAVE AS from your browser's toolbar above. - be sure to save as a plain text file (.txt) or a 'Web Page, HTML only' file (.html) 
· Mozilla FireFox - select FILE then SAVE FILE AS from your browser's toolbar above. 
· Chrome, select right click (with your mouse or keypad) on this page and select SAVE AS or, from top right, click on the 3 horizontal bar icon and then go to Save page as option. 
· Click on the web browsers back icon.  After Scopus is displayed, return to the Scopus Search page by clicking on Search from the horizontal bar at the top of the page.
· Return to OARE Content page.

Exercise 1

Using the Environmental Issues and Policy Index Database (Environmental Index) - Keyword Search and Refine Your Results Options
· Open the Search inside OARE full-text through database and article searching list on the OARE Content page. Once the list has opened, click on the Environmental Index. 
· Remember you must have completed the Login or you will not be able to access the database or full-text articles.
· Enter the search terms pesticides effect on the environment in the Search box and click on Search.
· In the search results, what is the total number of citations displayed?  How many are on the initial display page?  How many are academic journals?

· Would the search results be of interest to you or someone at your institution?
· Refine your results by moving the Publication Date tab to 2009 and also click on the box for the Linked Full Text option. Click on Update.
· What is the total number of citations now displayed?
· Now open the Publication option (down the column column).   How many environmental monitoring & assessment publications are available?
· Click on Geography and note the number of publications from India. You may have to click on Show More.
· Below the Results for…, you will see the Limits you have added (Publication Date).  Note the Blue x.  Click on all the Orange x(s) to delete all the current limits or they will applied to any future search.
· Return to the initial Environmental Index page.  You can use the web browser’s back button or open this index from the database and article searching list on the OARE Content page.
Exercise 2

· From the Environmental Index search page, enter a search term(s) of interest to you in the Search box and click on Search.  Remember to make sure that all the previously used Refine your results have been removed.
· What is the name of the search? In the search results, what is the total number of citations displayed?  
· Note the title of an article that is of interest to you.  Is the full-text option available?.  
· Refine your results by using some of the options listed including Publication Date or Subject or Geography. Click on Update.
· What is the total number of citations now displayed?
· Again, remove any current Refine your results. You can use the web browser’s back button or open this index from the database and article searching list.  Return to the initial Environmental Index page.  You can use the web browser’s back button or open this index from the database and article searching list on the OARE Content page.
Exercise 3 

Using the Environmental Index database - Create Alert Option 
· From the Environmental Index search page, enter the search urban air pollution or a search term(s) of interest to you in the Search box.  Click on Create Alert.  
· You will need to register for or sign into your MY EBSCO Host account.  This will allow emails to be sent to you. (See the PowerPoint presentation for instructions on how to register.)
· From the Create Alert General Settings, choose the Once a week Frequency, Detailed Results format and retain the Articles published within One Year option.
· Click on Save Alert or Save Alert and Create Another – if this option is useful for you.

Environmental Information on the Internet

There are numerous invaluable environmental information resources available on the WWW that fall into the general categories previously mentioned (gateways, databases, search engines).  This is a vast topic that, in this section, only will be addressed in a limited way.  Examples of the types of information on the WWW are listed below:

· Agency and University Sources

· Databases, Search Engines, Gateways and Repositories

· E-journal Sources

· Subject Specific Sources

1. Free e-journal Options

Besides the OARE program, there are a number of useful e-journal gateways that contain access to freely available full text articles on the WWW.  In the following example, you will access the Directory of Open Access Journal, PubMed Central and Highwire Press.  You will view these in the following exercise.

Exercise 1

· Connect to the Internet and open your internet browser.

· Type or copy/paste https://doaj.org/  into the address box, click on “GO” or hit the Return key.  

· The full text of ALL Directory of Open Access Journals (DOAJ) content must be available for free and be Open Access without delay (i.e. no embargo period). This is a basic requirement for entry into DOAJ.  How many journals are listed in this gateway and how many are searchable at the article level? 
· In the DOAJ Search box, enter environmental monitoring and land use or a search of interest to you and click on the question mark.
· How many citations are listed for this search? 

· How is the access to the journals organized? 

· Type or copy/paste http://www.pubmedcentral.gov/  into the address box, click on “GO” or hit the Return key.  
· This links to PubMed Central, a free archive of biomedical and life sciences articles deposited in this repository.  While this focuses on biomedical articles, there is some useful environmental and environmental health related material.

· Who is the sponsor of this digital archive?

· How many articles are in this database and how many journals are in the Full Participation journals list?


· In the PMC Search box, enter sustainable development AND climate change or a search of interest to you and click on Search.
· How many citations are listed for this search?

· Click on article for one of the titles - to go to the PMC abstract and link to the full-text article.
· From the OARE Contents page, go to the Free Collections drop down menu and click on Highwire Free to Developing Economies orType in or copy/paste http://highwire.stanford.edu/lists/devecon.dtl into the address box, click on “GO” or hit the Return key. 

· You will be redirected to the Free Access to Developing Economies list.  The Highwire Press website has opened a list of journals that you will be able to use for free as it is based on the IP address of the computer.  .  Note: For eligibility, see

http://data.worldbank.org/about/country-and-lending-groups#Low_income  Not all OARE institutions qualify for access in this category.  Would your country be eligible?  
· What HighWire Press journals would be of interest to you and why?
· Which of the following HighWire Press journals are accessible to OARE participants? 

· Behavioral Ecology
· Energy and Environment Research
· Environmental History
· Journal of Environmental Law

2. Access to E-book sites

Exercise 2  

· Open the Google books website at https://books.google.com/ 
Enter species diversity in the search box.  How many results (books) are listed (a large     number)?  
· Click on Search tools (below the search results).  Then click on the Any Books and, from the drop down menu, the Free Google eBooks option.
· Open two titles from the Free Google eBooks list.  What type of access do you get?  Is it a full-text online book or a chapter or pages of a book?

· In the Search box, enter a search for a topic of interest to you and click on the Search icon.
· What are your search terms?  How many books are listed in your search results?   If available, open the EBOOK – FREE drop down menu and check if you can download a PDF.  Would this be a useful source to full-text resources?
Exercise 3  

· Open the National Academies Press website at http://www.nap.edu/ 
      - a  repository of over 5000 full-text ebooks from various U.S. Institutes and 

       Councils. 
· In the Browse by Topic list, click on Environment and Environmental Studies. Also note the Energy and Energy Conservation topic option. 
· Open the Browse by Subtopic listing and open one of the options that is of interest to you.  Which Subtopic did you open?  List two books of interest to you.  Note that you can Search books within the subtopic.
· Return to the initial page of this website (http://www.nap.edu/).  Enter rainfall in the search box and click on Search icon.   What is the number of books listed?  Would any of these be of use at your institution?  If yes, name two books of use.

· In the Search box, enter a search for a topic of interest to you and click on the Search icon.
· What are your search terms?  How many books are listed in your search results?   To download the full text of a book, remember that you will have to register (free).

· Complete a search of interest to you.  What types of material was listed on the 1st page of the search results?  Would some of these resources be of use?

4. Access to numerous Grey Literature Sites – Gateways and Portals
Exercise 5 
· Open the UNEP Knowledge Repository website at www.unep.org/publications/   - a resource that contains numerous environmental related documents from UN agencies.
· Enter renewable energy AND developing countries in the search box and click on the Search icon. 
· For one of the document titles, Click on Read more – to display the full abstract.  click on the language (English) - to verify that the download option works. 

· Return to the Search box and complete a search for a topic of interest to you and click on the Search icon.
· What are your search terms?  How many documents are listed in your search results?   Would this be a useful source to full-text resources?
Exercise 6 

· Open the Environmental Protection Agency (US) website at http://www.epa.gov 

      - a portal of the EPA with numerous relevant full text research and policy documents.
· Open the Science & Technology drop down menu and select a topic of interest to you.  Which topic did you choose? What types of documents are available? Are there documents of use to you or your institution?
· Enter natural disasters management in the search box and click on the Search icon. 

What types of documents were available?  Would some be of use to your institution?
· In the Search box, enter a search for a topic of interest to you and click on the Search icon.

· What are your search terms?  What types of documents are available?  Would this be a useful source to full-text resources?
5. Access to numerous Grey Literature Sites – via other Internet sources
Exercise 7 

· Open the WorldWideScience.org website at worldwidescience.org  - a global science gateway comprised of 99 national and international scientific databases and portals
· Enter species diversity AND drought stress in the search box and click on the Search icon. Note that 99 sources are searched (and can take several minutes).

· How many documents are displayed by this search?  Click on Topics/Full text available (left column).  How many full text articles are available?  Note that many of them are from Open Access Journals sources such as DOAJ and SCIELO.

· Scroll down the Topics left column until you reach Dates.  How many resources have been published in 2013 and 2014?

· Return to the search page and complete a search for a topic of interest to you.
