DAY 2: SERVING OTHERS

Read Psalm 138:6

God isin complete control of all things at all times. God has
the power to do anything He wants. He could even force
us to love Him. But instead, God allows us to choose Him.
And though He is big and powerful, He is equally loving
and kind. God proved His love by sending Jesus, His only
son, to save us. Jesus came to serve, to show us who God

is, and to give His life for us.

At your next family meal, pay attention to who did what

to make it happen. Who went to the store to buy all the

groceries? Who prepared all the food? Who usually
cleans it all up? Take time to thank them, noticing one
specific way they served you. And better yet, offer to
serve by cleaning up all the dishes! That’s one way you

could become more like Jesus.

DAY 3: REAL RICHES

Read 2 Corinthians 8:9

Jesus became poor to you.
Because He became poor, you can become

Jesus was rich in every way. But He left heaven behind to
enter our sinful, imperfect world. Jesus chose to come to
Earth as a baby, grow up to heal and help and serve others,

Jesus became poor to help us, not so that we could become
millionaires in this life but so that we could join Him one
day in eternity and share in the riches of his love.

What if every time you got dressed, for one whole week,
you thought about clothing yourself with humility? What
if you stopped for just a second and asked God to help you
wear kindness like clothes and to walk with gentleness and

patience?

One reason prayer is so important is that it reminds us
that God is with us. When we ask God to help us live the
way He wants us to live, He will. So as you get dressed
this week, ask God to help you walk in humility as you

become more and more like Jesus.

DAY 2: CREATOR OF ALL THINGS

Read Revelation 4:11

Have you ever been to the mountains? Have you ever
stared out at the ocean or stood in a forest covered

by trees five times your size? Did you know that God
created it all? Imagine the power and creativity involved
in shaping those mountain peaks or filling that ocean
with endless species of sea life or carefully clothing all
those trees with so many beautiful leaves. God did that.
It was all part of His plan. And because He made it all,
God deserves ALL the credit.

DAY 3: POSSIBLE FOR GOD

Read Psalm 8:3-4

Have you ever tried to count the stars in the sky or the
grains of sand on the beach? Impossible, right? Can you
count the hairs on your head? Set a timer for 2 minutes
and see how many hairs you can count. If your hair is

short, grab a mirror to help you.

It’s IMPOSSIBLE to count the hairs on your head. But you
know what? It’s not impossible for God. God knows how
many stars are in the sky and all of their names. He also
knows how many hairs are on your head RIGHT now.
And after you brush your hair and several come out, God
STILL knows how many are on your head. That’s because
He cares about you even MORE than He cares about the
stars in the sky or the sand on the beach. God made you
to be like Him, in His own image, because He loves you.

He is worthy of all honor because God is most important.

DAY 4: GOD IS OUR ROCK

Read Isaiah 26:4

Think about the strongest person you know. Is it your
parent? Is it a superhero? Is it an athlete? There are lots
of examples of strength for us to look to. But the truth is,

no one is more powerful than God. He created the entire
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universe simply by speaking. He made you. He sent His

only Son to pay the price for your sin on the cross so that Journal

Read Proverbs 20:25

Do you know what the word “hasty” means? It means
quick, fast, hurried, swift, or rushed. What'’s the OPPOSITE

of “hasty”? The opposite is careful, cautious, thoughtful,

or wise. When you make a promise to God, you shouldn’t

do it in a fast or thoughtless way. You should think first

and be careful about the things you promise. Because you

honor God when you keep your promises. Anyone can say

a few words and forget them later. But you show God you

love Him and that He’s important to you when you make a

promise and follow through.

DAY 2: NEW MATH

Read Mark 9:35

This verse is like a weird math problem. If you want to
be first, you have to be last? How can you be first and last
at the same time? That’s impossible, right? Wrong. God’s
math is WAY different from ours. God knows that it’s better
to put others first. It’s better to place the wants and needs
of others ahead of our own. When you do, you're showing
God that you trust Him. You don’t have to push ahead and
get your way all of the time. It is possible to love like Jesus,

even when it’s hard.

DAY 3: CHOOSE TO AGREE

Read Romans 12:16

Do you ever have trouble admitting when you’re wrong?
It can be really hard sometimes, can't it> When you admit
you’ve been wrong, you're proving that your friendship
is WAY more important than being right. Agreeing with
one another doesn’t mean that you never say what’s on
your mind, but it does mean that you think about how to
protect the relationship and stay friends even when you

might disagree.

Think about a time this past week when you disagreed
with a friend. What part did you play in the argument?
Remember: With help from the Holy Spirit, you can love
like Jesus, even when it’s hard. Do you need to apologize
to that friend and make things right? Ask God to help
you “agree with one another” the next time you see that
friend and work hard to make things right.
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DAY 4: LOVE YOUR ENEMIES

Read Matthew 5:44-45

What if God chose to treat you the way you're tempted to

treat the person that’s hard to love?

Every time you choose to love someone who is hard to

love, it’s an act of worship. So this week, even when it’s

hard, ask the Holy Spirit to help you choose to love. Not

because that person deserves it, but because you follow

Jesus and want to worship God through your actions.

DAY 5: LOVE ABOVE ALL

Read 1 Peter 4:8

Loving one another deeply means loving when it’s easy

and especially when it’s hard! It’s choosing to love with our

whole hearts. Because that kind of love means admitting

we were wrong, it means apologizing (and really meaning

it), it means asking for forgiveness and then trying to do

better in the future.

Grab a small ceramic bowl, a dry-erase marker, and a

measuring cup of water. Pressing lightly, draw a simple

stick figure person on the surface of the bowl. Then,
slowly pour the water from the edge of the container.
Watch as the dry-erase “person” moves and floats on the
surface of the water. Remember that love moves us to
act. Ask God to help you choose to love others, even when
it’s hard.

DAY 2: HOLY SPIRIT HELP
Read Colossians 3:17

Gratitude is letting others know you see how they’'ve
helped you. That means that even if you FEEL grateful,
others won't know you really are unless you say and show
it. This verse reminds us to give thanks when? Some of the

time? Only when we feel like it? Nope. Always.

The good news is that YOU have help. Because you can’t
really do anything that God asks you to do in your own
strength. You need His help! When you trust Jesus as your
Savior, God’s Holy Spirit will live inside you and help you
every day.

DAY 3: TRUST IN JESUS

Read John 14:1

Jesus said the words of John 14:1 to His disciples at their
last meal together right before He faced the cross. The
disciples were scared and confused. But Jesus didn’t want
them to worry. They believed in God, and they could also

put their trust in Him!

You don’t have to be worried or fearful either. You can put
your faith in Jesus and what He did for you on the cross.
And when you do, He promises to be with you, through all
the ups and downs of life. Because when you trust Jesus as
your Savior, you're never alone. You can have confidence

that Jesus matters most.

Draw a large heart in the center of a sticky note or piece
of paper.

Jesus is with you, and He matters most.

DAY 4: OPPOSITES

Read Matthew 11:29-30

And you will be awesome too if you hang out with me.”

DAY 5: PUT JESUS FIRST

Read Luke 10:41-42

In this story, who was busy doing and who was busy simply

being in Jesus’ presence? Martha wasn't wrong to get things

ready for Jesus. But she missed the most important thing,

actually spending time with Jesus.

It’s easy to become busy...whether it’s sports, or dance, or

homework, or chores, or time with family, or any other

number of things. Even good things we choose to do can

get in the way of the most important thing. That’s why

it’s important to think about priorities and put things in

the right order. Nothing should be more important than
putting Jesus first.

Here are a few ideas...

= Start your day by talking to Jesus.

= Read one verse from your Bible.

= Ask your grown-up to play worship music at home or

on the go.

Can you think of another example of a way you could

put Jesus first? Write down your answer and then share

it with someone you trust who also follows Jesus!

But maybe there’s another way to look at it. What if you
put someone else first instead of yourself? That’s what
humility is. When you choose to let go of what you think
you deserve, you have a chance to show someone else just
how valuable they really are. And the BEST example of this
is Jesus. He willingly went all the way to the cross to prove

that He was thinking about everyone before Himself.

DAY 2: YOU FIRST

Read Philippians 2:3

“Me first!”
“Why does he always get to choose before me?”
“Wait, it’s my turn!”

Sound familiar? Have you ever pushed your way to the
front of the line or been disappointed when someone got
to do something before you? Nobody chooses to be second,

right? Number one is where it’s at!

DAY 3: TWO AHEAD OF ONE

Read Philippians 2:4

What if there was a tracker that kept count of all your
thoughts? Let’s say its only job is to keep track of two things:

1. The thoughts you think about yourself: what you want,

need, or wish for

2. The thoughts you think about others: what they need
and how you could help

Which number would be higher, one or two? Most likely,
the answer is one. Why? Because we spend most of our
time thinking about ourselves. It’s just the way we are.
But Jesus wants us to treat others like He did and flip that
around. Instead of looking out for our own good, we should
FIRST look out for the good of others.

Ask God to help you switch those two categories in your
head this week and put others first.

DAY 4: TLK

Read Philippians 2:5-6

Jesus chose to leave heaven, a PERFECT place, to come to
Earth and show us who God is. And in all of his time on

Earth, Jesus never said, “Do what I say because I'm God.”
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He never pushed his way to the front, saying, “Don’t you
know who I am? I'm the most important person in any Journal

Wear it this week as a reminder to think like Jesus

so you can put others first.

DAY 5: AMAZING GRACE

Read Philippians 2:7-8

It’s hard to understand what Jesus left behind and what
He CHOSE by coming to Earth. We don't live in a perfect

world, so to us, heaven seems like a far-off place. But just

imagine living in perfection—no hunger, no sadness, no

disappointment, no loneliness, no loss, no sickness, no

death, or even rules. Jesus chose to leave all of that behind

and step into a very dark, lonely, and hurting world. He

chose to experience all the difficult stuff we do: hunger,

sadness, loneliness, loss, sickness, and DEATH.

He could have called an entire army of angels to rescue

Him, but instead He chose to give His life so that we could

be forgiven. That’s perfect humility on display.

Find a favorite worship song about Jesus’ sacrifice for

you on the cross. As you listen, think about how Jesus

put you first by His willingness to die for you. When the

song ends, ask Jesus to help you show His love to others

by putting them first this week.
